PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that a Public Hearing will be held by the Village of Scottsville Board of Trustees on Tuesday, January 14, 2014 at 6:45 P.M., at the Wheatland Municipal Building, 22 Main Street Scottsville, New York to consider Property Tax Cap Local Law #1-2014 to Override the Tax Cap Levy Limit established in the General Municipal Law 3c.

At this time and place all interested parties will be given an opportunity to speak for or against this proposed legislation.

The Proposed Local Law can be reviewed at the Village of Scottsville Office, in the Wheatland Municipal Building, 22 Main Street, Scottsville, NY during regular business hours.

Mayor Gee mentioned that this is the third year that the Village has overrode the Tax Cap, but we have eventually still stayed below the 2% cap each year.  We are currently doing this because of all the projects going on.  There were a lot of unknowns in the Scott Crescent Bridge Project and the Wastewater Treatment Plant work and the Village just wanted to be prepared for unbudgeted items that could pop up.

Mayor Gee opened the public hearing for public comment at 6:49 PM.

Eileen Hansen (51 West Cavalier) asked about the voting procedure.  A super majority is needed to pass the law.

Patrick Porter (Grove Street) asked what would happen if the Village went over the tax cap without passing an override law.  Mayor Gee replied that the Village ties its budget to the inflation index.  As such, we have never had a problem staying within the limit (less than 2% increase).  Contributing to reserves each year also helps to keep down tax increases by having funds set aside for larger future purchases or to have them available in an emergency.
The Mayor closed public comment at 6:52 and opened the floor for Board comment.  There was none.  The Mayor closed Board comment at 6:52.

PUBLIC BEFORE THE BOARD
Eileen Hansen (51 West Cavalier Road) asked to address the Board about a concern she had regarding the senior citizens of the Village.  She praised the Village’s use of Facebook and said that the information provided was great and very helpful, but the seniors who were not computer literate would never get the information.  Her most recent concern centered on peddlers who were working the Village without permits and scamming residents.  She relayed an incident that occurred to a neighbor where $1,800 was spent on roof repair with minimal work being done.  This week, a company called Everdry was going around her neighborhood, saying they had a Village peddling permit (they don’t) and looking to do home waterproofing work.  When she tried to notify her elderly neighbor (with dementia), she found the peddlers already inside her home.  How can we stop this type of activity in our Village?  How can we notify our aging residents?  
Mayor Gee explained how the permitting system should work.  He also suggested a brochure campaign (to be placed in churches, the senior center, and other places where the seniors gather) and the possibility of speaking at the senior center to inform those in attendance.

Trustee E. Murray suggested that the Village look at the “All Call” system used by the school to get messages to school families.  Perhaps, we could have public service announcements that could be transmitted via an automatic phone call to residents.
Mayor Gee also mentioned that the Village could launch a “Help Your Neighbor” campaign where people are encouraged to check on elderly neighbors to make sure they are okay.
DPW Superintendent Steve Farrell asked if the Village could pass a law to ban all soliciting.  Mayor Gee replied that we would face a lot of freedom issues, not to mention the possibility of lawsuits, if we tried to do that.

Mr. Farrell told Patrick Porter (Grove Street) that the speed sign is in, but we have to wait for a break in the weather to put it up.  The intense cold will distort the “true” speed readings.  We also need a good week of weather to put out the one-way traffic counters.  They could be moved around to catch both directions over a Monday to Friday period.
Mr. Porter asked where the speed humps would be placed on Grove Street.  Mr. Farrell answered that one would be placed in the center of the street (halfway from either intersection) to slow people down from both directions.

Mayor Gee mentioned that the Wastewater Treatment Plant Reserve Fund was set up in the 1960’s to help with unexpected repairs.  Now that we are transferring the plant over to the County and decommissioning it, the $175,000 in  the reserve would be used in the decommissioning and deconstruction phase of the project (estimated cost $200,000).  To release the money for this purpose, we must notify the public that we are using the Reserve for a purpose other than what it was originally intended for.
The Mayor opened the floor up for public comment at 7:14 PM.

Mr. Farrell spoke to the Mayor about maintaining a record of costs incurred for the plant during 2014 until it is turned over to the County.

Mayor Gee closed the public comment at 7:15 PM and opened the floor to Board comment.  There was none.  Board comment was closed at 7:15 PM.

Ms. Gatke told the Board that we are still working out a few kinks in the payables portion of the KVS System.  When we need help, we have to get into a que and wait for a callback.  We need to fine tune reports.  There are so many available.  There was supposed to be more training this week, but the trainer got the flu.  Everything is still a work in progress.

WWTP – Chief Operator Steve Farrell 
Mr. Farrell said that not much has been happening so there is no monthly report.  He did mention the following items:

· Fleet Pumps will not be available for two weeks to finish their work.

· The County still needs to program the equipment prior to transferring everything over.  Startup with the County is now set for January 27th.  The Village will still be treating sewage until near the end of January.

· We need to look more into the numbers for using parts of the Town and Village crews for decommissioning work.  This will need to be coordinated with Blue Heron Construction and could reduce the contractor’s cost.
· A meeting will be held tomorrow night between the Village, Town and County (and their respective attornies) to discuss the mapping needed to get into the Monroe County Pure Waters District.

· It looks like we will be using Blue Heron to take down the greenhouse.  State law requires the use of an Asbestos Abatement Certified Company.  The individual who was going to take it down for free would have needed to be part of a certified company and would also need insurance and bonding.

· The plant is running well.
· Mr. Farrell spoke to Jim Luke (Plant Operator) about the shutdown.  His hours will switch to 7:00 AM to 3:30 PM as he joins the DPW crew.

· The plant was flooded recently.  A backflow preventer will be placed in the storm drain.

Mayor Gee said that a motion will be needed for LaBella Engineers to apply to the State so that when the greenhouse is taken down we would be able to landfill the asbestos.

Mr. Farrell mentioned that Dig Taggart would like to purchase an old Village plow that is stored at the plant.  It no longer fits any of the Village’s equipment and is no longer usable by the Village.  Mr. Taggart will need to submit a formal letter with the amount that he is willing to pay and have the Board approve the sale.

· We need to get the light in front of 6-Month Smiles fixed.  Citizens have complained asking for the repair.  We aren’t happy with Livingston Lighting so we asked National Grid to look at it.  They will be sending a crew out.

· We need to discuss business toters (for garbage) and whether to start charging the businesses for picking them up.  This will be a topic during budget discussions.

· There have been problems with recycling at Scottsville Hollow.  If garbage is mixed in with the recyclables (which it has been), the crew will not pick it up.  It seems to be an ongoing problem.

· The sidewalk grant was discussed.  Originally, the Village submissions were about $3,000 short.  The money was rolled back into the grantor’s General Fund.  Upon further review, the Village has recalculated the labor cost (with better fringe benefit numbers) and is re-submitting for the underage on the original grant.  It looks like the Village may get the remaining $3,000 of grant money.
· We are still waiting for a contract for the Johnson Park grant.  No work can be started until a signed contract is in place.

· There was an error in the Tree Budget.  Unused money (about $8,000) was to be carried over into this year, but it appears that some of this year’s allotment was used to pay for expenses from last year.

· Mr. Farrell informed the Board that he has been selected for jury duty.  He is reporting tomorrow at 1:30 PM and will then be informed how long the trial is expected to last.

· Mr. Farrell requested an Executive Session .

· Mayor Gee mentioned that we don’t know where we will be with regards to summer help for this year.  With the decommissioning of the Wastewater Treatment Plant and the transfer of Mr. Luke to DPW, it is unsure if summer help will be needed.   Applications are starting to come in.

· Anyone who wants to do the healthcare “buyout” will need to show a “Proof of Insurance” form.

· The “Triangle” display has been repaired and is ready-to-go.  It was very poorly put together initially.

The Main Street Committee meeting for last night was cancelled.
The Mayor met with Benjamin Woelk, who is working on putting together a proposal for the Board detailing what he can do to assist the Village in forming an LDC.  It is hoped to have this information before next month’s meeting.

Facebook is working quite well as a Village message board.  We have about 410 likes and gaining momentum.

The Town of Wheatland has approached us about starting up an Economic Development Advisory Committee to try to bring businesses into the Village.  They are working on putting one together at the Town level.  If anyone can suggest any members for the committee, please forward the names to the Mayor.  Town Supervisor Linda Dobson would like to be involved in the interviewing process for potential Village committee members.

We got a rejection letter on our application for a CFA Grant.  The Mayor believes that there are two reasons why we are not getting this grant: our receipt of $400,000 in a Local Government Efficiency Grant and we would not be creating enough jobs to satisfy the grant.

The Zoning Grant did come through.  We will be getting around $18,000 and will have to contribute a similar amount to complete the project.  This will be for the transportation corridor around the Village.

A letter was received from Six Month Smiles requesting 10 parking exemptions to cover their overflow parking needs.  They would like 2 other parking exemptions to be used immediately outside their building.  The Mayor had mentioned 7 in discussions with the company and explained to the Board where those spaces could be.  Some mirror-hanging placards could be made (around 25) for use whenever needed.

Mayor Gee spoke on the NYSERDA Solar Event highlighting the New York State Unified Solar Permit.  We will get in contact with the organization and probably have a couple of resolutions to do next month pertaining to setting up hearings and Local Laws to adopt use of the New York State Unified Solar Permit.

We are currently looking for ideas to use when submitting for a Community Development Block Grant.  It should be targeted and beneficial to low to moderate income handicapped people.  Trustee E. Murray suggested sidewalk and tree replacement along Main Street where the current trees are pushing up the sidewalk (Library to Race Street).  The Mayor liked the suggestion, but it has to be in an area that has been qualified (Church Street to Browns Avenue).

Trustee R. Clark suggested having lighting put into the Johnson Park parking lot to make it safer and more accessible.  Mayor Gee felt that was a good thought also.  There could be a number of smaller projects.

Trustee E. Murray asked about North Road.  The Mayor felt that it might be better to wait until the Zoning project is completed before going in that direction.  That could be about two years away.  (We could start at the school and go all the way to Browns Avenue.)
