NEW BUSINESS
Facebook Administrator Stipend
Mayor Gee suggested that the Facebook Administrator be given a stipend.  Bridgett Gee has been serving in this capacity and has invested over 500 hours in the project to much success.  Her work also includes the Village Newsletter and she will begin investigating what is needed to update the Village website.  She is currently putting in between 23 and 25 hours a week on these Village tasks.  The proposal is for a stipend of $10.00 per hour for up to 23 hours per week.  The Mayor will recuse himself from any voting on the sybject and turned the discussion over to Deputy Mayor Wagar.  The discussion continued with the starting date for the stipend set at May or June. (New Fiscal 2014-15 Budget starts June 1st for this expense account.) The Facebook Administrator would report to Deputy Mayor Wagar.  
MOTION:  made by Trustee R. Clark and seconded by Trustee J. Clark to appoint Bridgett Gee as Facebook Administrator for the Village of Scottsville with a stipend of $10.00 per hour, not to exceed 23 hours per week, and that the following guidelines are followed:  1) She cannot be hired on the New York State payroll as a full or part-time employee.  2) She cannot be vested into the retirement system or receive any benefits.  3) She can only be hired on a month-by-month  basis with the understanding that her position can be revoked at any time.  4) She cannot report to Mayor Paul Gee.  The Mayor will also need to recuse himself from all decisions related to the Facebook Administrator position.
