· Mr. Farrell mentioned that the current balance in the Equipment Reserve Fund is $204,000.  Some truck replacements have already been pushed back.  To meet projected capital expenses related to vehicle replacement, the Equipment Reserve needs to be funded at a rate of approximately $75,000 per year.  It does not appear to have been funded over the last two years.  This needs to be addressed at next year’s budget meetings.
· ALL HANGING PLANTS ARE DOWN AND RETURNED TO BAKERS GREENHOUSE.  THE GROUND PLANTS ARE STILL IN AND WILL BE TAKEN OUT IN THE NEXT WEEK OR TWO.
· CHRIS CHAMOT SEWER LATERAL – The Village televised the line.  There are major root problems in his portion of the “Y” lateral.  We told him what he needed to do.  He has to fix his part first.  We gave him the name of the Village contractor and asked him to let us know when he would be digging up his part.  The Village could have its work done at the same time, only having one excavation.  We are still waiting for him to get back to us.  The Village has spent close to $1,000 already on the project.  
· FESTIVAL WENT WELL LAST MONTH AND WE HELPED RAISE CLOSE TO $6000 FOR THE CROWLEY FAMILY.
· THE SIDEWALK (WALKWAY) ON RACE STREET is IN and NOW STRIPED.  MET WITH THE STATE CONCERNING THE CROSSWALK AND THEY ARE BEING A LITTLE HARD TO WORK WITH concerning THE DESIGN OF IT.  
· CLEANED THE DITCH ALONG THE RAILROAD TRACKS WITH THE HELP OF THE TOWN.
· RE-SEEDED THE DITCH IN FRONT ON ARLAUKAS’ HOUSE AGAIN AND WATERED IT FOR 3 DAYS FOR THEM.  SHE WAS INSTRUCTED TO CONTINUE TO WATER TO GET THE GRASS ESTABLISHED BUT I DON’T THINK SHE IS DOING THIS.
· CLEANED THE WEEDS AND LEAVES OFF MAIN STREET ALREADY THIS YEAR.  PAUL STATED WE COULD BUY A SMALL LEAF VAC TO HELP WITH THIS AND WILL DO THIS NEXT WEEK.  CURRENTLY WE USE MY LEAF VAC.
· NEED TO PUT THE LEAF PICK UP NOTICE IN THE PENNY SAVER THIS MONTH.  WE WILL START GETTING EQUIPMENT READY FOR LEAF SEASON (Monday, October 6, 2014 to Friday, December 5, 2014).  The notice will run in the Pennysaver and The Sentinel for two consecutive weeks.
· THE TREE TAKE DOWNS WILL HOPEFULLY TAKE PLACE THIS MONTH.  WE WILL REMOVE A DEAD ASH TREE FOR THE STATE THAT IS IN CANAWAUGUS PARK.  WE WILL ALSO REMOVE 2 ASH TREES IN JOHNSON PARK SOON.
· TODD RICHARDSON UPDATE – He is seeing the doctor soon and continuing with his physical therapy.  We are looking at potentially a late September return to work at a light-duty level.

· Tax Update

The clerk informed the Board that 782 of 794 tax bills have been paid (98.48%) and that the tax amount collected is at $656,212 out of $665,524 (98.60%).  Penalties collected so far are at $1,980.  Last year 25 tax bills were passed to the County.  This year there are only 11 left (the Time Warner bill is always paid out of the annual franchise fee in late April).
