PUBLIC BEFORE THE BOARD
The Clerk asked the Board to review the Rosemary DeFreze issue regarding what she owes on a property that has had the sewer service discontinued.  The taxes have not been paid, along with delinquent sewer charges and current sewer charges.  Penalties have been accruing since July.  In November, the remaining unpaid tax bills are forwarded to the County for collection.  Copies of the current outstanding tax bill were given to the Board.  We have received confirmation from Code Enforcement Officer Terry Rech that there is no water or toilets and that the sewer in the building has been capped.  All that is left is the connection at the street and the homeowner needs to have it disconnected (or plugged).  We would then inspect it to make sure it was done.  The Clerk reviewed the current bill with the Board.  
In the discussion that ensued, Mayor Gee agreed that the delinquent sewer charge from last year should not be forgiven, along with the current Village taxes.  The debate is over the current sewer charge for 2014-2015 of $145.04 and the penalties attached to it.  Penalties for the other two charges should remain.  She has been told a number of times what she needs to do and has yet to do it.  This parcel at 14 Wyvil Avenue should be combined with her main parcel at 12 Wyvil.  It does not appear that she has met with the assessor to do this.  It was decided that the Clerk would put together a letter for Mrs. DeFreze that highlights what is owing for taxes and delinquent sewer (from last year) and that if she can get the sewer line capped at the street before the next Board Meeting, the current year sewer charge would be removed.
DPW Superintendent Steve Farrell was asked to give an update on the speed hump issue with Patrick Porter of Grove Street present.  The wrong size speed hump was shipped (parking lot size rather than street size).  We will hold onto it until the correct one is shipped (within 2 months).  We should be good to go in the spring.  Mr. Porter expressed his condolences to the Mayor and his family on the recent loss of his daughter.

Mayor Gee mentioned that he had submitted the grant application for the recycle toters.  We are #615 on the waiting list and they have recently approved grants in the low 500’s.  We may have to wait awhile.  We can target June 1, 2015 in the new budget year.  The recycle toters will not be optional to residents.  All households will need one.  The idea is to standardize the containers so that only 1 person is needed on the truck for setting each toter in the lifter. 
DPW Superintendent Farrell said that the Village has done more work with the Town at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  They have been working together to level the ground.  There is still some other maintenance work to be done there.

Mr. Farrell told the Board that Henry “Dig” Taggart’s (former DPW Superintendent) son is now with a company that sells combined playground/exercise equipment.  It is more the type of equipment used to get people moving.  It could be set up in green space or parks.  Perhaps grant money could be used to obtain it.  It is something different that we could look at to assist people in trying to stay healthy.

Mayor Gee opened the floor for public comment at 7:11 PM.  Superintendent Farrell asked if this money that is being pulled out of the Equipment Reserve Fund will be reimbursed in any way.  Mayor Gee replied that there is a good chance of the funds being reimbursed through a BAN or bond.  We have three options for financing.  We can do a full financing through the solar installer.  We can do a half ownership with the solar installer where we pay half the cost and finance the rest through them.  We can also take and fund the whole project ourselves through a BAN or taxation.
Mr. Farrell reiterated that he had a problem with taking money out of this Equipment Reserve when it hasn’t been planned for.  There is a question as to when the money would go back into the reserve. The reserve itself has not been funded over the last couple years and it is getting seriously low. It must be kept funded.
Treasurer/Deputy Clerk Juliann Green arrived at 7:12 PM.

Mayor Gee closed the floor to public comment and opened the floor to Board comment at 7:17 PM.

Trustee J. Clark agreed with Mr. Farrell that the Board needs to review funding certain reserves.

The area to be used for the solar project was discussed.  The ultimate goal is for this to be a “net zero” project, meaning the solar grid will make what we consume in power.

Trustee R. Clark agreed with Mr. Farrell that the Board had considered funding the Equipment Reserve at around $75,000 per year.  Looking at the long range plan, it appears that we have about 3 years to replace the $30,000 to keep with our equipment replacement schedule.

· We are working with the County on the final claim voucher for the expenses related to the conversion of the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  The project is winding down and the savings account set up for the project has been closed.  Superintendent Farrell added that a contract needs to be in place with the County to cover mowing and plowing costs at the Wastewater facility.
  VILLAGE CLERK –Lee Mikewicz 
· Tax Update – We have collected 98.86% of our tax bills (785 out of 794) and 98.81% of our tax dollars ($657,645.57 out of $665,524.40).  The total for penalties collected is $2,080.65.
· Website Update – The Village has begun to look at revamping and streamlining its website.  We will be signing an agreement with Matt Jamesson for $150 to update our current website template to make it easier to navigate and update.  The Mayor and Clerk have seen a presentation from Revize Software that was quite impressive and today we found a 53-page proposal in our e-mails.  Their cost would be anywhere from $4,000 to $8,500.  We will be getting at least three other proposals over the next few weeks and report back to the Board in November.
· Records Management Grant – We will be setting up a meeting with Gail Fischer from New York State Archives in early November to go over grant specifics.  The Clerk will be reviewing the tasks originally proposed including pulling out the records that could be scheduled for deletion (using the MU-1 Retention Schedule) and looking at possibly selecting a consultant to assist with the project.

Village Zoning/Planning Boards – They received an application from St. Mary’s to place a comfort home on the property (using the buildings already there), but that turned out to be too expensive an operation for the church.  Now they are looking to put the comfort home on the property at 39 Chili Avenue.  A public hearing was set up and last Thursday, a number of neighbors spoke up against the proposal.  Several code concerns related to the shared driveway, parking, and area variance that would be required, along with the absence of the Village Attorney, has led the issue to be tabled for another month, while all the items that were brought up are reviewed.  A discussion continued on the points of contention that were brought up at the public hearing.
Code Enforcement Dept - Permits are under Terry’s portion of the meeting.
Facebook Administrator – Facebook seems to be picking up a little bit, doing all right.
Treasurer – Ms. Green is working super hard and Deputy Mayor Wagar asked if the workload was finally leveling off for her.  It is heading in that direction, but we are not there yet.  Mayor Gee reminded the Board that the department heads need to get their approved bills back to Ms. Green the week before the Board Meeting so that they can be entered into the system in a timely fashion.  The department heads also need to utilize the purchase order process on the system.  This would help the entire payables process flow more smoothly.

Peddling permit fees were discussed.  There was no set fee on the books.  We want to be consistent with the Town of Wheatland.  Mayor Gee asked the Board to consider the following provisions:
· Peddling permit fee for a business would be $250 per calendar year, expiring on December 31st of each year.

· Fee of $50 per person going door-to-door for a business.

· Non-profits are exempt from the peddling fee, but individual solicitors will still need background checks done.

b) Fifty dollars ($50) per year for each employee of said applicant (company or business), permit to further expire December 31st of each year.

c) Non-profit companies are exempt from the application fee, but still need register and may have to provide the Village with background checks on the personnel going door-to-door.  The expense of the background checks would be borne by the applicant organization.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this fee schedule shall become effective immediately and shall remain in effect until rescinded or modified by further resolution of the Scottsville Village Board.
