· Attorney Peter Skivington
· 60 Main Street – Court tomorrow for complaints against our Planning and Zoning Boards.  A Court of Claims Judge will be hearing the case.

· The easements for the transfer of the Wastewater Treatment Plant to Monroe County still need to be signed by Town Supervisor Dobson.  Town Attorney John Glavin will take care of it.

· The Caledonia Avenue easements have been sent to the homeowners.  We are awaiting the signed documents to be returned.

Code Enforcement Officer Terry Rech arrived at 6:35 PM.

· Contract with Town of Wheatland for Code Enforcement and other services - Attorney Skivington thought the contract looked okay.  Mayor Gee didn’t like that it was a three year agreement.  Attorney Skivington said that it is really a 60-day agreement, since any party can terminate the agreement with 60 days notice.  All the permit fees stay with the Town.  The fee requested is at a 5% increase per year, while the Village Tax Cap is at 1.68%.  This is a bone of contention.  The Board agreed to send the contract back to the Town with a 2% annual increase over the last two years (instead of 5%).

· Attorney Skivington was working with EMS Chief Matt Jarrett on the various options concerning ambulance reimbursement companies.  Chief Jarrett knows how the system works and it needs to be determined how to get the best return on reimbursement for the Village.
· The radio contract with Monroe County looks okay.  The mayor needs to get approval to sign the contract.

· Nothing major is happening with the Planning and Zoning Boards.  They are losing some people and Deputy Mayor  Wagar is trying to recruit some viable candidates to fill the positions.

 DEPARTMENT REPORTS


BUILDING INSPECTOR/CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER- Terry Rech
· Report of Permits issued from 4-1-15 to 4-30-15 
· Two sample local laws related to the MS4 designation (stormwater management) will be e-mailed to the Board members for review.  We will need to set the public hearing at the June meeting.
· Mr. Rech walked Main Street with the Director of the Monroe County Stormwater Coalition today looking toward grant ideas.  Infrastructure and impervious pavement (for sidewalks) were reviewed.  If we are interested, we should get an engineering firm involved for concept development.  The grant would be a 10% matching grant.  If we are looking to submit this year, it needs to be submitted by July.  The request for proposals would be sent to several engineering firms.
· Mr. Rech met today with Dr. Paszko related to parking lot questions.  Dr. Paszko wants some type of compensation (via tax reduction) to allow the Village to take over the parking lot behind his building.  Mayor Gee spoke to the Town/Village Assessor and we cannot reduce his taxes as he is requesting.  We need to find out what his tax is for the parking lot and, then, the Village could pay that back to him in exchange for signing the parking lot agreement.  The Village would maintain it with a stone surface and plow it in the winter.
· There is an application  before the Town Planning Board for Patrick Place on Chili Avenue.  Things look positive.  It would be located past the ice arena.  They would be building a new structure (as opposed to a remodeling).
WWTP – Chief Operator Steve Farrell 

DPW - Supt. Steve Farrell 
· Started the sidewalk replacement on Browns Ave and should finish up towards the end of the week or early next week.  This is part of the grant that we received last year.  We need to look back (to last year) and see if we did a public hearing to use Park Reserve Fund money in conjunction with the grant.
· Installed new playground mulch last week at Johnson Park around all playground equipment.  This is also part of the grant.

· The planter boxes are on Main St and the flowers should be in next week or so.  We went with a solid red flower for hanging baskets and red and white for ground planters.

· Dumpster letters were sent out a couple weeks ago.  We have gotten some calls.  It looks like the businesses will stay with Waste Management.  Some have asked for possible adjustments to their Village taxes since the Village is no longer paying for the dumpsters.  The Village is not allowed to discount the taxes.  When looked at as compared to the rest of the budget, the average taxpayer cost for refuse pickup is about $34.00 per year.
· Will be meeting with Monroe County concerning the drainage permit for Scott Crescent soon.  We will need a temporary work easement.  We need to see if a permanent easement may be necessary.
· Need to discuss the Arlauckas drainage issue again.  Pictures related to the problem were shown to the Board.  It is an area of open swale drainage.  Two sump pumps drain into the ditch also.  We could offer to go over with a roller and take the top edge of the slope off.
· Discussion on Grove St speed bump.  We were going to put one in.  We will spend the least amount possible on a portable one and install it.  We had all sorts of issues when ordering the first one.  The wrong kind was sent; then sent back.  We will re-order and then be able to use them wherever needed (since they are movable).  Mayor Gee will talk to the Sheriff’s Office to get more patrols at the end of Browns and Beckwith (another problem area).
· Mowing has been keeping us busy along with the string trimming on Village parks and property.

· I will send out a summer work schedule before the next meeting.

· Would like to install cameras at the DPW for security purposes.  There are no problems at this time, but it may be a good idea for the future.
· Carry over vacation letter.  Mr. Farrell is asking to carry over four days.
· The old leaf vacuum went to auction.  We should be getting around $1,000 for it.
· Extra fee for second pick up on Friday for dumpsters.  Salvatore’s is using eight toters.  We are trying to find a centralized location for a dumpster that multiple businesses could use.  A toter pickup fee must be determined (for the extra pickup).  It was agreed to use the 4-yard dumpster price of $68.93 per month as the toter pickup charge.
· It was mentioned that Fire Chief Jeff Brown is requesting DPW assistance for a stone project at the Fire Hall.  The job would include hauling and landscaping.  DPW Superintendent suggested getting the Explorers involved.  Ideas and issues will be discussed with Chief Brown.
· There are eleven dead “memorial” trees.  Mayor Gee has asked the Treasurer Juliann Green to review the Mayor’s contractual account and see what may be used to purchase substitute trees (after current trees are checked for warrantees and replacement policies).  We will also come up with a better plan and, perhaps, look at a different variety of trees.
