PUBLIC BEFORE THE BOARD
· Fire Whistle

Nancy Merritt (Wyvil Avenue) – She would like to have the whistle blow to know what is going on.  She also felt it should blow if there was a real emergency in Town and everyone needed to take notice.
Mayor Gee mentioned that currently we have a volunteer fireman, who has an electrical background, looking at it.  The whistle has always been “on”, it is just broken.  Repair estimates to just begin the process are around $5,000.  More investigating is going on to determine the extent of repairs needed.  The money is better spent on Village needs rather than a “want.”

Ms. Merritt thought we could put donation jars in various businesses to help defray the repair cost.

Mayor Gee said that if there was a major County event, there is a system in place that would give everyone a “robo call” telling you what to do.

Ann Merritt also said she would like to hear  the whistle for the same reasons mentioned earlier by Nancy Merritt.

Mayor Gee repeated that the Village is not ignoring the problem, but there are priorities that come before the fire whistle and we are still trying to get ballpark figure on the repair costs.  We need to find a cost effective way to move forward.
· Parking and Noise Issues on Main Street

Heather Loucks (Main Street tenant) – She told the Board that Nick Pearl (Salvatore’s) has been targeting her and harassing her about parking on Main Street near his restaurant.  The parking limit is 2 hours (prior to 7:00 PM).  Mr. Pearl has also threatened to have her car towed.  She wanted to confirm that she could park there for two hours then move her vehicle.
Mayor Gee confirmed that the two hour parking ranges from 6:00 AM to 7:00 PM.  Main Street parking is “transient” parking.  Landlords are supposed to provide parking for their tenants.  This sounds like an issue between neighbors.  Mayor Gee asked Ms. Loucks to call 911 if she feels threatened in the future.  He did encourage her to park in the Village lot.  The Mayor also suggested a three-way conversation between Mr. Pearl, Ms. Loucks and the Code Enforcement Department.
Nick Pearl (Salvatore’s) then spoke.  He admitted to losing his temper, but he said that he did apologize the same day.  Mr. Pearl states that he has seen Ms. Loucks’ car parked for hours during the lunch and dinner rush period.  He asked her to try and make an effort to park in the Village lot during his rush times.

Mayor Gee said that the Village is looking for a “meter” person to monitor the parking and give tickets to people who exceed the time limit.  This should happen within the next couple months.  The enforcement will go all the way down Main Street.  We are also working with a local businessman who has room for parking to help get cars off Main Street.
Mr. Pearl asked that the Village work out  a better solution so the businesses on Main Street can survive.  We might need to have the parking signs refreshed so that they are more understandable.

· Ordinance on Convenience Store Hours

Harry DeVoe (Scottsville-West Henrietta Road) asked if there were set hours for a convenience store to be open, because he felt there should be.  The noise in the middle of the night and public urination (at various times) are very disturbing.  It stems from Harry’s and the Come and Go.  There are noise issues and domestic disputes at 4:00 AM.  
Mayor Gee stated that the Village only has control over the Come and Go Market.  Harry’s is in the Town of Wheatland.   He didn’t believe that there were any hour restrictions in the Village Code.  There are meetings being held regarding a re-zoning project for the Village.  The Mayor urged Mr. DeVoe to attend a future meeting and voice his concerns.  He also told Mr. DeVoe to call 911 if there were any more problems.  The more 911 calls that are made concerning a certain area, the more notification will be given to the Zone Captain and more Sheriff patrols will result.  The Village ordinance for noise takes effect after 11:00 PM.  This information will be passed to the Code Enforcement Officer to investigate.
· Encampment House at 440 North Road

Mayor Gee mentioned that there are no codes against having fires in your side yard.  Public intoxication has been a problem there.  If there is noise after 11:00 PM, please call 911.  The Zone Captain will give it special attention.  Mayor Gee asked those in attendance to e-mail him with what they have seen taking place on this property.  We could then look into it further.  There was a call with possibly some arrests a couple of weeks ago.  We will be in touch with the Zone Captain and Code Enforcement on this issue also.
· Browns Grove Traffic Issues

Nikolas Destounis (49 Browns Grove) had sent an e-mail to the Board complaining about the speeding and reckless driving in the Browns Grove/Oakwood Lane area.  People are trying to avoid the traffic light at the corner of Rochester Street and North Road and are moving south on Browns Grove at an unsafe speed.  There are no sidewalks in the area and with children playing and people walking their dogs, it has become a very dangerous situation.  He said he and his neighbors have to deal with this every summer and he wants something done about it.  The problem has been ongoing for two decades and needs to be stopped.
Mayor Gee said that he contacted the Zone Captain about patrolling the area.  They have shown up, but not for long, according to the residents present.  Some stated that they weren’t satisfied with the replies and lack of action that they have gotten from the Sheriff’s Department.
Mr. Destounis said that there is no room for two cars on the street to pass by each other.  He suggested speed bumps or making the street a one-way going northbound.  No one stops at the stop sign also.

Mayor Gee felt that portable speed humps could be used.  They can be moved from trouble spots in the Village.  A public hearing could be set to consider Local Law changes to address the problems also.  The discussion continued.
Trustee R. Clark suggested a “No Through Traffic” sign to be used in the meantime.

· The sidewalk is complete on Browns Ave and Race St.  This was part of the Community Block Grant from last year.  The only portion of this grant remaining is the sealing of the ice rink.  Still have to check past meeting for a public hearing on this.
· The skateboard park equipment is coming tomorrow.
· Speed hump is ordered and will arrive in two weeks.  Still need to discuss payment.

· Flushed Chili Ave sewer and helped the school out with an issue they had.  
· Repaired a storm drain on Edson Ave.

· Removed another Ash tree in Johnson Park.

· Flowers are up on Main St.

· Mowing and string trimming are keeping us busy.

· Have a meeting with Monroe County Friday morning to discuss the drainage issue on Scot Crescent.  We need to fix our problem around the race and the overflow area.  We need about 3 weeks for the work.

· We will be oiling and stoning Heather Lane and Scott Crescent
· Need to start billing of Salvatore’s for extra garbage pick-up
· Mr. Farrell has spoken with Town DPW Superintendent Hazelton about a camera for the sewer system.  Both parties are agreeable to split the cost in a joint purchase.  The camera cost is about $10,700, so a joint purchase would cost each municipality around $5,350.

· Time Clock Discussion

DPW Superintendent Farrell and Mayor Gee had a discussion regarding the new time clock and related conversion to an outside payroll processing company.  The Mayor was concerned that hours marked on the work sheets were not the exact hours worked.  If there was ever a dispute, the State Labor department would most likely side with the employee.  Some of the topics covered included:

· Legalities of the time clock

· Emergency call ins

· Setting a punch in and punch out window of time

· Daily time sheets are not acceptable (legally) anymore.

· Every time sheet will need to be reviewed and time punches adjusted if they fall out of the standard punch in/out window.
· Policy letters will be coming out for all the employees to sign.

· Adjustments to punches will need to be documented by the Superintendent.

· Mr. Farrell would like to sit down with the payroll company and go over the time clock rules and settings.

Treasurer/Deputy Clerk Juliann Green arrived at 8:20 PM.

Additional topics discussed for time clock and payroll:

· Where is the payroll cost /time clock charge coming out of?  Mayor Gee replied “the General Budget.”

· Mr. Farrell and Ms. Green would like to meet with a payroll representative to go over time clock and payroll issues.  The punch in/out window needs to be set.

· Direct deposit is now available to the employees.  It is highly recommended.
· Missed punches that are corrected need to be signed off  by the employees once adjustments are made.

· Memorial trees
Superintendent Farrell asked the Mayor if the Village was still doing “trees” or were they using an outside contractor to plant and maintain them.  We will still maintain them, but a contractor will plant and warrantee them.  Mr. Farrell asked that a specific vendor not be used.  Mayor Gee agreed.  At this point all we will do is water them once they are planted.

Mayor Gee said that he had three estimates for the memorial trees.  Caledonia Landscaping wanted $19,825.  Davey Tree gave us two options.  Different types of Cherry trees would be used.  One option was for $10,000 and the other for $20,000.  The third quote was from Broccolo Tree and Lawn Care and used Amelanchier trees (which flower and give fall foliage).  There were two sizes available and an alternate tree was also quoted.  Maintenance options were listed also with service cost.  Total cost was around $9,000.  We would be able to pick what services we wanted.  Mayor Gee recommended Broccolo to the Board.

· First Quarter Sales Tax Distribution – For the first quarter of 2015 we collected $106,185.61.  This is down about $2,500 from last year.
· Records Grant Update – We are finishing up the paperwork.  The shelving needs to be ordered.  Some will be for the Village Hall and some for the DPW building (2nd floor).  All charges to the grant will be completed by June 30th.
· Review and consider authorizing list of records for destruction – The detailed list does not need to be approved tonight.  Please review so that each Board Member can sign off on it in the near future.  Mayor Gee asked to have the Historian review the list also.  The MU-1 was used all along.
· Tax collection update – We have collected on 74 bills (9.34%) with a dollar amount of  $65,203.70 (10.00%).  Last year at this time we were around 10.5% to 11%.  We are quite consistent with the prior numbers.
