Reserve Fund Balances and Budgeted Appropriations

The Parks Reserve does not have enough for what is appropriated for 2015-2016.

The Wastewater Treatment Plant Capital Fund has a deficit of $2.6 million.  The outstanding BAN balance is $3.1 million.  We have taken out more than we needed for the BAN.

The Wastewater Treatment Plant Reserve Fund balance of $186,712 will be transferred to the WWTP Capital Fund to reduce future bonding requirements.
After transfers are completed there is approximately $153,000 left in unassigned fund balance.

· Tax Cap Calculations

Because of the way the Tax Cap formula was used by the Village, we are over levied by $467.00 according to the State.  The State computer says that we are “not within the tax cap” with our current tax levy.  The State says we are out of balance.  Attornies need to review to determine what is “compliance” with the tax cap, since our overage is not material (entire tax levy was $652,649)
· Transfer of Administrative costs to Sewer Fund for 2014-2015 Fiscal Year Budget
