PUBLIC BEFORE THE BOARD
· Joan M. Arthur – Property owner of 5 Maple Avenue
Ms. Arthur had complaints about the condition of the properties at 6 Maple Avenue and 12 Maple Avenue.  6 Maple has been vacant since 2011 (Mr. Yaxis passed away in 2009; Mrs. Yaxis in 2011) and needs legal attention from the Village to maintain the property.  It appears to have been neglected for at least 6 years.  12 Maple has had unlicensed vehicles in the driveway for several years and the roof is in dire need of repair.  At times, people have been seen on the properties looking in the windows.
This is the second time these complaints have been raised.  Ms. Arthur’s mother, Elizabeth Arthur (now deceased) also brought these issues before the Board.  She asked that the Village Board enforce the building code and work with banks and family owners to improve the condition of these properties.

Mayor Gee addressed Ms. Arthur and said that he recently had a meeting with the Code Enforcement Officer to go over these issues.  There are several properties in the Village that are considered “zombie” properties.  It is difficult and time consuming to find the correct departments within the banks that handle these properties. Banks would then have to contract the maintenance work out.  It is a very slow process.  He told her that if you witness someone on the property looking in the windows, call 911. 

Ms. Arthur said that the current situation is detrimental to the Village and drives potential new residents away.  Ms. Arthur asked if the unlicensed cars at 12 Maple could be towed away.

Deputy Mayor Wagar agreed that it was a problem and would like to see the Village work to get it resolved.

· Wendy Marks – Property owner of 10 Beckwith Avenue
Ms. Marks was concerned with the condition of Beckwith Avenue.  She brought along many photographs of the area with which she is concerned.  There is a lot of parking along Beckwith and, with no curbing, the grassy area near the street has been turned to mostly dirt and ruts.  Major erosion is taking place and spreading near Village-planted trees.  Huge mud puddles form in rainy weather and there is a serious degradation of the road surface.  For children’s sporting events, no one wants to use the school parking lot and walk a little farther.  They would rather park on the dirt/grass surface near the road and closer to the fields.  This continues to compound the problem.  She is looking for a resolution to the problem.  Perhaps curbing, but we need to clean up the area and save the grass.
Mayor Gee asked DPW Superintendent Farrell to get in touch with the Building and Grounds Department at the school and maybe all parties can meet to discuss the situation and propose some remedies.

Ms. Marks said that she contacted the school and asked them to educate the families that have children partaking in sports on the school fields as to how to park and use the school parking lot for sporting events.  She also asked the school to look at providing maintenance to the grassy/dirt areas.
Ms. Marks showed photos of a house in disrepair on Browns Avenue.  It is owned by a Town Board member and has been empty since 2008.  Gutters are off.  There are holes in the siding and foundation.  There are also broken handrails.  The Town Attorney lives next door.

Code Enforcement Officer Terry Rech said that he had issued a building permit for the reconstruction of the porch.  The owner has a lot of projects going on, and we do not know the timeframe for the repairs to be completed.

Ms. Marks asked if everyone in violation got the extended time to make repairs.

Mr. Rech replied that he responds to resident complaints.  He does not drive around looking for issues, so as not to be accused of selective enforcement.  He felt that he treats everyone the same. 

Another person commented that it appears that there are no regulations regarding how a house should look and if there are old cars there, the owner should know to remove them.  If they don’t remove them, the Village won’t do anything about it.

Mayor Gee said that the Village has a pretty comprehensive property maintenance code.  We tend to find out about issues much later.  Citizens need to calls us or file a written complaint and we will investigate it within a certain timeframe.

Mr. Rech is currently working on a list of 41 complaints between the Village and the Town.  Vehicles are regulated.  If necessary, a violation notice is issued.  If it is not addressed, it could lead to a court appearance.

The discussion continued on rundown property and unregistered vehicles.

Someone raised an issue with a house on Maple Street.  The person thought the house should be condemned, but the owner’s mental condition has played a part on enforcing compliance issues.  It was suggested that the person may need to be moved to an assisted living facility for their own safety.

Mayor Gee mentioned that the Department of Mental Health could be called, but the owner would have to answer the door and let them in to inspect the property.  It is a very difficult situation.  To take the two violated vehicles away could trigger even more problems.  We do not regulate mental health in the Village.  Someone with a personal relationship with the owner should speak to her about the issues raised.  The Mayor said that he will have another meeting with Mr. Rech to go over everything that was discussed this evening.
#6 Maple is having the lawn mowed, but there are no utilities.  We don’t know which bank owns it and have been told that it is in “pre-foreclosure.”

Mayor Gee urged all those present to contact their local senator and legislator and ask them to support the proposed “Zombie Property Law.”

Ms. Arthur cited other localities where it appears that the zombie properties are being addressed.

Harry Devoe (corner of Scottsville-West Henrietta Road and Browns Road) asked to speak about a property that was not a zombie property, but was still a community problem.  He referred to the “encampment” at 440 North Road.  He has called the police five times in the last month relative to the activity at the property.  People have been seen urinating in the yard.  There is a television outside and, now, a stolen fence.  Bottles and cans are thrown all over the yard.  It is a sad reflection on the community.  Something needs to be done.
Mr. Rech replied that the property is in foreclosure.

Mr. Devoe said there is a party going on every night.

Mr. Rech said that he has met with the Captain at the Sheriff’s Office and let them know of the issues.  The Sheriff is onboard to react to any 911 calls on the property.

Someone else complained about marijuana and drugs possibly on the premises.  The Sheriff has apparently done nothing about the problem.

Mayor Gee said that the Zone B Captain will visit the property along with Mr. Rech to review the situation.  We might have to go above the Captain if we are not satisfied.  Please make calls to Zone B if you see any drug trafficking going on.

The audience complained that the police do not always come when called.

Mayor Gee introduced Kyle Burns and Jarod Firestone, two new members of the Planning Board and alternates to the Zoning Board.

Mayor Gee opened the public hearing and opened the floor for public comment at 7:15 PM.  There has been a lot of vehicle activity in Browns Grove.  Those present at last month’s meeting were in favor of making the street one-way northbound from Oakwood Lane to Scottsville West Henrietta Road.

Mark Smith of 42 Scottsville West Henrietta Road said that creating a one-way northbound is extremely hazardous.  It is also very inconvenient since his mother lives on the street and he would now have to drive around Rochester Street to get to her house.  He thought speed bumps would be a better idea.
Wendell Castle (80 Oakwood Lane) agreed that speed bumps make a lot of sense.  People also need to observe the stop sign at Oakwood Lane and Browns Grove.

Jackie Devoe (22 Scottsville West Henrietta Road) was concerned about the children in the area.  Speed bumps were a consideration, but it may be too expensive.  That’s why we came up with this plan.  We just need to stop the speeders.
Nick Destounis (49 Browns Grove) said that he has called 911 several times with no response.  His children can’t play in the front yard between 4:00 PM and 6:00 PM or ride their bicycles due to the speeders.  People consistently blow through the stop sign at Oakwood.  There are no sidewalks for pedestrian safety and the street is too small for two-way traffic.  He agreed that the speeders need to be stopped.  Speed bumps would be okay.

Linda Startup (34 Browns Grove) said that she does not like having to turn left out of her street at Scottsville West Henrietta Road.  She said it was difficult to see at the corner and in the winter time the danger goes up.  She felt speed bumps were a better idea than making Browns Grove a one-way street.  If it had to be one-way, she would prefer it going southbound toward Rochester Street.
Mr. Smith asked if the westbound traffic light at Scottsville West Henrietta Road and Rochester Street could be adjusted again.  Mayor Gee asked Mr. Farrell to contact Terry Rice at the County and see if they can shorten the light time later in the afternoon.

Benjamin Specht (15 Oakwood Lane) commented that if cost is an issue for the speed bumps, doesn’t a life have infinite value?  He would prefer speed bumps because people will avoid traveling on speed bump streets.  He would also strongly support lowering the speed limit or making the street a one-way, but there would need to be Sheriff department enforcement.
Mr. Farrell told the crowd that there is a temporary speed hump on Grove Street because residents there asked for one last year.  The cost was $2,300.

A majority of the audience wanted speed bumps for the Browns Grove/Oakwood area.

Mayor Gee said that in his opinion, the Monroe County Sheriff’s Department does not actively enforce traffic regulations.  People should contact the Sheriff’s Department with their complaints and contact their legislative representative.  There is apparently a lack of funding and manpower and they choose to focus on break-ins and vandalism at private residences rather than traffic control.
Trustee Jim Clark arrived at 7:25 PM.

When Mayor Gee polled the audience, an overwhelming majority favored speed bumps over a one-way street.

One person suggested putting in a rotary to keep the traffic moving.  Mayor Gee responded that a study had been done along North Road and several rotaries were suggested.  The next issue is that it is a County road, so the Village would have no jurisdiction to modify unless the County approved the plan.

It was also suggested that a rotary be built at the triangle of Main Street and Rochester Street.

Chris Pearl (65 Oakwood Lane) agreed that speed bumps are needed and suggested three of them for the area.  That should deter the traffic and slow them down.
Mark Monette (61 Browns Grove) said he has witnessed the constant daily speeders.  Sheriff cars have come by, but they don’t know where to sit.  He asked about having the speed limit posted.

Ms. Pearl asked that there be no more signs.

Don Tubman (20 Beckwith) suggested having the Sheriff set up a radar detecting unit from 3:00 PM to 5:00 PM any weekday.  He said they speed down his street also, but they really need a couple hours to see what is taking place.
Mr. Destounis spoke of the weekend racers.  The problem is not just during the week and at a specific time, but every day.

Joan Arthur (5 Maple Avenue) said that speeding is not a problem just in the grove, but throughout the Village.  We need to start educating the people about these issues.
The people want permanent speed bumps on Oakwood and Browns Grove, not temporary ones.

Mayor Gee closed the public comment at 7:43 PM and opened the hearing to Board comment.

Trustee Ronnenberg agreed that permanent speed bumps were necessary.  The rest of the Board concurred.

Mayor Gee closed the Board comment and public hearing at 7:44 PM.  He told the audience there would be no motion or vote on the proposed Local Law for making Browns Grove a one-way going north.
· 6:50 PM – Consider Proposed Local Law #3-2015 Lowering the Speed Limit on Browns Grove and Oakwood Lane to 25 mph
Mayor Gee mentioned that there would be no public hearing to lower the speed limit on Browns Grove and Oakwood Lane to 25 mph because, upon further research, it was found that the speed limit was already set for 25 mph in that area.  The speed will be posted.

Mayor Gee polled the Village Board about the speed humps for Browns and Oakwood.  All Board Members agreed that permanent ones were preferable.
Everyone agreed that three speed humps would be needed; two on Browns Grove and one on Oakwood.  Mr. Farrell will review the area for the best placement.

· Patrick Porter (23 Grove Street) thanked the Board for the speed hump that was recently installed on Grove Street.  He said the improvement was immediate and that things are 100% improved.  People are slowing down, yielding, and looking down (watching for playing children).  It is much safer now.
Mr. Farrell said that signs warning motorists about the speed hump will be going up soon.

Mr. Porter said he would hope it could become permanent and not just a temporary bump.

REPORTS: Attorney Peter Skivington

· Pending litigation – 60 Main Street – There has been activity at the property.  This was brought to the attention of the presiding judge.  There will be a phone conference with the judge on Friday.  We expect the judge will take care of the issue then.  The letter to the judge was very explanatory.  We are hoping for stern action.  Mr. Farrell said that there needs to be a time stipulation (how late can someone stay on the property).  Attorney Skivington said that a permanent injunction will be requested.
· Pump Station documents – Attorney Skivington will need to sign them.  There is a lot of work for the Treasurer to do for the bonding.  Mayor Gee spoke to Mary Chappell (Municipal Solutions) today and it has been suggested to not do the bonding, but go with a BAN that’s callable in six months.  Attorney Skivington agreed.
· The easements are in the county’s hands.  They have had them for quite a while.  They are still reviewing the documents.  We will try to get them back by next week.

 WHEREAS, on June 24, 2011, New York State (NYS) instituted the Real Property Tax Cap (Tax Cap); and 

WHEREAS, the Tax Cap law established a limit on the annual growth of property taxes levied by local governments an school districts to two percent (2%) or the rate of inflation, whichever is less; and 

WHEREAS, the Tax Cap applies to all independent school districts and local governments including counties, cities, towns, villages and special districts outside of New York City; and 

WHEREAS, exceptions to the tax cap are limited to narrow exclusions arising from significant judgements of tort claims and unusually large year-to-year increases in pension contribution rates; and 

WHEREAS, the current Tax Cap legislations is set to expire on June 15, 2016; and 

WHEREAS, the Governor’s Office would like to extend the Tax Cap for a significant period of time, if not indefinitely; and 

WHEREAS, due to the fiscal constraints the Tax Cap places on local governments and the on-going and mandated costs that burden communities throughout NYS, the Village of Scottsville would appreciate the opportunity to suggest potential modifications to the Tax Cap; and 

WHEREAS, modifications to the current law include capital budget appropriations for any project for which a period of probable usefulness is established through §11.00 of the New York State Local Finance Law should be exempt from the property tax calculation; the amount of any year-to-year health insurance premium increases in excess of the property tax cap calculation, or 2%, should be exempt from the property tax cap calculation; and 

WHEREAS, changes in the assessed value for each property on the exempt side of the tax rolls under Payment in Lieu of Taxes (PILOT) agreements be included when the State Commissioner of Taxation and Finance calculates the quantity change factor for each local government and school district. The quantity change factor is a component of the formula which determines a local government or school district's real property tax levy cap. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Scottsville is in support of modifying the New York State Real Property Tax Cap by proposing to include capital budget appropriations for any project for which a period of probable usefulness is established through §11.00 of the New York State Local Finance Law should be exempt from the property tax calculation as well as the amount of any year-to-year health insurance premium increases in excess of the property tax cap calculation, or 2%, should be exempt from the property tax cap calculation; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the change in assessed value for each property on the exempt side of the tax rolls under Payment in Lieu of Taxes (PILOT) agreements be included when the State Commissioner of Taxation and Finance calculates the quantity change factor for each local government and school district. The quantity change factor is a component of the formula which determines a local government or school district's real property tax levy cap.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS OF THE VILLAGE OF SCOTTSVILLE, MONROE COUNTY, NEW YORK, AND ALSO AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES IN ANTICIPATION THEREOF TO FINANCE THE CONSTRUCTION OF CERTAIN SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS AS DESCRIBED HEREIN. 

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE OF SCOTTSVILLE, in the County of Monroe, State of New York by its Village Board of Trustees has determined that to realize significant savings in energy costs it is in the best interests of the Village to install solar energy panels and related equipment on certain real property owned by  the Village (the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, the total estimated cost for each of the above enumerated components of the Project is $330,000 plus the cost of issuance and potential contingency funds; and

BE IT RESOLVED, by the affirmative vote of not less than two-thirds of the total voting strength of the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Scottsville, Monroe County, New York, as follows:

Section 1.
The Project constitutes a specific object or purpose defined by Section 11.00. of the New York State Local Finance Law (the “Local Finance Law”).

Section 2.
The Project is hereby authorized subject to the terms and conditions of this Resolution.

Section 3.
The financing of the Project, is hereby authorized at a maximum estimated cost of $350,000, PROVIDED HOWEVER that to the extent that any Federal or State grants-in-aid are received for the Project the amount of bonds to be issued pursuant to this resolution shall be reduced dollar for dollar.

Section 4.
The plan for the financing of such maximum estimated cost is by the issuance of general obligation serial bonds of the Village in an aggregate principal amount not exceeding $350,000.00 which are hereby authorized to be issued therefor pursuant to the Local Finance Law.

Section 5.
It is hereby determined that the weighted period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid specific objects or purpose is thirty (30) years, pursuant to Section 11.00.(a) of the Local Finance Law.  It is hereby further determined that the maximum maturity of the bonds herein authorized will not be in excess of thirty (30) years.

Section 6.
The faith and credit of the Village of Scottsville, Monroe County, New York, are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such bonds as the same respectively become due and payable.  An annual appropriation shall be made in every year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds becoming due and payable in such year. 

Section 7.
Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby authorized as if by separate resolution and is delegated to the Village Treasurer, the Chief Fiscal Officer of the Village.  Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by the Village Treasurer, consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.  To the extent required by law, this Resolution shall also constitute a “Bond Anticipation Note Resolution” pursuant to the Local Finance Law.

Section 8. 
All other matters except as provided herein relating to the bonds herein authorized including the date, denominations, maturities and interest payment dates, within the limitations prescribed herein and the manner of execution of the same, including the consolidation with other issues, and also the ability to issue bonds with substantially level or declining annual debt service, shall be determined by the Village Treasurer, as the Chief Fiscal Officer of the Village.  Such bonds shall contain substantially the recital of validity clause provided for in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law, and shall otherwise be in such form and contain such recitals, in addition to those required by Section 51.00 of the Local Finance Law, as the Village Treasurer shall determine consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 9.
The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes may be contested only if:

1)
Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the Village is not authorized to expend money, or

2)
The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this resolution are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication, or 

3)
Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution of the State of New York.

Section 10.
This resolution shall constitute a statement of official intent for purposes of Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2.  Other than as specified in this resolution, no monies are, or are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long-term basis, or otherwise set aside with respect to the permanent funding of the object or purpose described herein.

Section 11.
An abstract this resolution shall be published in full in the official newspaper of the Village, together with a notice of the Village Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law.

Section 12.
This resolution is subject to permissive referendum and shall not become effective until the earlier of either the expiration of 30 days or its approval by the qualified voters of the Village in any special election held pursuant to a petition duly filed requesting such election.
