PUBLIC BEFORE THE BOARD
Forestry Board Presentation (John Holtz and Mike Souers)
· Last year the Forestry Board’s Management Plan was presented.  This year, we are moving forward toward achieving the goals of that plan.

· The tree canopy in Scottsville is in serious trouble.  The Silver Maples are in bad shape.  

· In order to go along with the plan, a budget needs to be established to address tree issues.  They asked that their budget request of $8,500 be considered during budget deliberations.  This would become a “Tree Removal” budget.  Hopefully, some grants could be obtained to offset the costs a bit.
· They asked to spend about 15 minutes with Mr. Farrell at a budget meeting to explain their requests.  We need to come up with a Main Street tree plan.

· Currently, they are working on an Arbor Day event.

· Trustee Thompson was speaking to the Lions Club and they would be open to team up with the Forestry Board to make presentations at the school (for the 4th graders) and pass tree information to the parents.

· We currently have an annual contract with Andy Plenninger of Urban Forestry, LLC.  There is also an annual fee involved in licensing the Uforian software which is used to store Village tree data.  We are not comfortable with the program, but we need to manage the data.  A better way may be found, but for now we are using Uforian.  We would also like to continue to attend seminars put on by the Urban Forestry Council.  They are held around the State.

REPORTS:

· Attorney Peter Skivington
· We are in the final stages of filing the Village and Town easements as they relate to the Wastewater Treatment Plant and the transfer to the County.  They should be completed in the next week or two.

· The Med Ex contract has been reviewed.  Some suggestions have been passed to Med Ex for their review.  This is a three-year contract with a 90-day termination notice by either party.
· The consolidation information is very complicated.  Attorney Skivington asked to be put in touch with the consolidation lawyer when it is time to transfer assets.  Brockport went through it.  Perhaps they could explain how its done.

· The 60 Main Street situation is taking the most time.  There is another meeting scheduled for January 14, 2016 (this Thursday).  The actual vote may take place in February.  The injunction proceeding is being appealed.  The outstanding motion of contempt is still pending.  The public hearings went well and we are working with a mostly new Board so all the information and findings are still being sorted out. 

· Mayor Gee mentioned that Carl Schoenthal (Artisan Coffee House) was in the audience and this would be a good time to bring up that the Village will be seeking a Community Development Block Grant for the sidewalk in front of the coffee shop.  The Artisan’s attorney wanted more information related to easements and maintenance.  The Village would be looking for a temporary easement on part of it and possibly a permanent one on the rest.  The improvement (new sidewalk) would benefit the landowner.  The project would add curbing and widen the sidewalks.

· Report of Permits issued from 12-1-15 to 12-31-15.  There were 6 permits.

· Birchcrest Tree Service is in the village doing the tree work for us.  We removed the ash trees on Wyvil behind the Cross house, ash on Oatka, ash on Main St, ash on Caledonia Ave, and a silver maple on Beckwith.  Once I get a true number on the budget, I will have them back to trim street trees.  We also took down 3 ash trees at the DPW and 1 ash on Beckwith Ave ourselves.  We will stump grind soon.
· All plows are set up and ready for winter to begin.  We painted a couple plows that needed it.

· We repaired starter on the leaf machine.  This is what controls the hydraulics for the boom system.  We will also repair the throttle cable once it comes in.

· Will be ordering the security camera for Johnson Park.  Not sure of install date yet.  The vandals broke one of the park benches, tore down lights and a wreath and continue to break bottles.  The cost of the digital camera system is $3,477.  It will have 8 channels and be able to monitor up to 8 cameras.  Tyco has the County bid and quoted us $8,500.  We have done work with S & G Security in the past and they gave us the favorable quote.  Since it is considerably better than the County bid, we will be going with them.
· Would like to attend the Advocacy Day (March 5-6) in Albany again this year.  My Village Association pays for rooms for us.  The Board approved the request.  

· Will try and flood ice rink once weather cooperates.  Hopefully, later this week.  Mayor Gee mentioned that a resident asked if we could post some notification at the street to let people know that the ice is ready for skating, instead of having them walk all the way back to the rink to find out.  We will come up with something.
· Chamot property on North Road – We met again with him last week.  Mr. Farrell brought a digital video tape of the sewer line.  Mr. Chamot is disputing that the tape is of his line.  We will proceed to fix the Village line at the street to the “Y”, but we will video tape from Mr. Chamot’s cleanout to the street to verify where the blockage is.  If he is not ready to have his work done when we are ready, the line will be capped and a “Do Not Occupy” sign will be placed on the home’s door, since there would be no working toilets.
· Aries Sewer Camera proposal – We had talked about sharing the cost with the Town to get a sewer camera, but nothing materialized from that.  The Villages of Brockport, Hilton and Spencerport are selling a system for $7,000.  When it was new (2002), it cost about $32,000.  Current cost new would be around $60,000.  The smallest diameter line that the camera can get into is 8”.  It will give us a much better look at our lines and make maintenance easier.

· Resolution Calling on the State of New York to Restore Funding Parity Between the Capital Plans of the Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MTA) and the New York State Department of Transportation

MOTION:  made by Trustee R. Clark and seconded by Deputy Mayor Wagar to make the following resolution:
WHEREAS, Governor Andrew Cuomo and Mayor de Blasio recently announced an agreement to jointly subsidize the Metropolitan Transportation Authority’s (MTA) nearly $11 billion funding gap for its 2015-19 five-year capital program; and

WHEREAS, as part of this agreement, the Governor is committing $8.3 billion in state resources to cover the MTA plan’s multi-year deficit; and 

WHEREAS, while we may agree that this vital investment in downstate transit is needed, the state has yet to develop a new Department of Transportation 5-Year Capital Plan designed to assess current conditions and determine investments needed to provide for the future needs of a modern, safe, reliable and efficient multimodal transportation system; and

WHEREAS, the enactment of the FAST Act, a fully funded five‐year authorization of federal surface transportation programs that provides long-term federal funding predictability, should now facilitate the state to develop and fund a Transportation 5-Year Capital Plan; and
WHEREAS, locally-owned roads and bridges account for 87 percent of the State’s 110,000 miles of roadways and 50 percent of the State’s 18,000 bridges and are responsible for a vast system of aging culverts. These locally-owned transportation facilities are deteriorating at a rapid rate as counties continue to struggle to find adequate funding for their maintenance and replacement; and
WHEREAS, three of the last four DOT/MTA five-year capital programs were virtually identical in size; and  
WHEREAS, for nearly two decades, through 2009, the parity agreement was honored and both five-year capital programs were similar in size as well as adopted within a month of each other. It is necessary to once again restore parity between the programs; and

WHEREAS, according to a 2014 Comptroller’s report, thirty four percent (34%) of bridges are deficient and forty-eight percent (48%) of road pavements in the state are rated fair or poor and getting worse.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village Board of the Village of Scottsville, calls upon Governor Cuomo and our State Legislative Delegation to work with our County and other local governments in order to develop and fully-fund a 5 Year Capital Plan that will provide the necessary and proper funding to New York’s counties by substantially increasing CHIPS and Marchiselli funding and establishing a 5 year State Aid to Local Bridge and Culvert Program to give them the ability to adequately maintain their infrastructure; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that restoring  parity between the Department of Transportation’s (DOT) highway and bridge five-year capital program and the MTA’s capital program will assure each program is funded at a $26.1 billion level, providing enough resources to help fund the local needs as described above; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Village of Scottsville shall forward copies of this resolution to Governor Andrew M. Cuomo, the New York State Legislature and all others deemed necessary and proper.
