PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that a Public Hearing will be held by the Village of Scottsville Board of Trustees on Tuesday, April 8, 2014 at 6:45 PM, at the Wheatland Municipal Building, 22 Main Street, Scottsville, New York to review and adopt the 2014-2015 Budget.

A copy of the Tentative Budget is available at the Office of the Village Clerk, where it may be inspected by any person during office hours.

Mayor Gee opened up the hearing for public comment at 6:46 PM.  There were no comments.

The Mayor closed public comment at 6:46 PM and opened the floor to Board comment at 6:46 PM.

Mayor Gee mentioned that there were a couple of minor changes since the Board last discussed the budget:
1. The Mayor’s contractual was lowered by $3,200.

2. Amount to go into the Sanitary Sewer Reserve was raised from $40,000 to $60,000 (account G962).
Mayor Gee said that the $60,000 allocation to the Sanitary Sewer Reserve could revert back to $40,000 to keep the unit sewer charge lower.  It was up to the Board to decide.

With the decommissioning of the Wastewater Plant, we are moving an employee and other expenses over to the General Fund side, in turn contributing to an 11% tax increase (up $.57).  We can’t offset the taxes in the General Budget, but we could lower the sewer unit charge by reducing the amount contributed to the Sanitary Sewer Reserve.  Our final bond cost for the sewer repair project will be about 2.5%.  A subsidy of 1.7% has been applied for from the NYS Clean Water Revolving Fund (to keep the bond cost down).  If we lower our contribution by $20,000 and the subsidy goes through, we will be fine.  If it doesn’t go through, next year’s budget would be about the same.
The Mayor asked for the Board’s response concerning the additional $20,000 tentatively proposed to go into the Sanitary Sewer Reserve.

Trustee R. Clark gave his thoughts..  He replied that we have a number of big drivers of the budget (workers comp, retirement, health insurance).   Mayor Gee said that we are pulling money out of various designated reserves to cover some of the increase (Worker Comp Reserve and Retirement Reserve).

We have gotten some information from Municipal Solutions regarding lowering our bonding interest rate for the Fire Hall bond.  This should also serve to save the Village money going forward.
After additional discussion, Mayor Gee suggested removing the extra $20,000 that he had initially added to the Sanitary Sewer Reserve.

The Mayor closed Board comment at 7:01 PM.

· Request for Boy Scouts to hold annual spaghetti dinner on Saturday, May 31, 2014 at the Scottsville Fire Department.
The Board agreed that it was okay for the Scouts to hold their annual dinner as described above.
The Board discussed ways to establish a lag in the payroll schedule.  The Village currently issues paychecks on the last day of the pay period.  This actually allows employees to get paid for a workday that has not been finished yet.  The State Comptroller’s Office would not approve of this and a change needs to be implemented.  The Village’s Auditor provided the Board with a couple different scenarios that would create a 2-day or 5-day (one-week) lag.  The goal should be a one-week lag.  Superintendent Farrell will explain the scenario to the DPW Department.  There will need to be one or two shortened checks necessary to get the Village in sync with a one-week lag.  After an extensive discussion of various ways to do it, the Board agreed to establish a one-week lag at the discretion of the Treasurer and Mayor to select the best method with the least amount of hardship on the employees.
