· With regards to the decommissioning, Blue Heron is at a standstill.  Dave Willard (MRB Group) is looking into it.  They should be done by the end of next week.  The greenhouse is done.  The grit chamber is down.  There is still some concrete to remove, along with the second tank.

· We are working on the National Grid bills.  The contractor put their Tax ID on the accounts.  It needs to be switched to the Village’s ID.  Dave Willard will talk to Laurie Mastin at National Grid and hopefully straighten it out.

Treasurer/Deputy Clerk Juliann Green arrived at 6:50 PM.

DPW - Supt. Steve Farrell 
· Fencing was added to the lot at Johnson Park.  The Board felt it looked nice.  Mayor Gee mentioned that a couple of reflectors should be added.  Supt. Farrell agreed.

· Part of the south side of the parking lot at Johnson Park has been cleared out for anyone from Six Month Smiles to park.  The parking lot is now lighted also.

· Race Street will be widened a little bit.  Stone has been added as a base.
· Sidewalk repairs are underway.  Part of Main Street will be put on hold until the construction at the new doctor’s office is completed.

· There are 7 ash trees on Main Street.  It would be a good idea to replace them (suscep-table to the ash borer insect).  This will be discussed with the Forestry Board.
· Prices for speed humps still need to be obtained.  We have prices for speed bumps, but not humps (confusion among the vendors with our request).  When we have the prices, they will be shared with the Board.

· Chili is currently using its traffic counter, but we can borrow it in about two weeks.
· We flushed a few sewers in the Village and unplugged two lines (Rochester Street and Caledonia Avenue).  
· A discussion was had about the drainage at the Lucas property on East Grenadier.  They didn’t want an open ditch.  It will remain an open ditch, but DPW crews will go back to touch up and re-seed the area.

· All parking signs are up for the new doctor’s office on Main Street.  The handicap spot has been established.

· Supt. Farrell will be attending the highway school from June 1st to June 4th.

· A gentleman from the a local snowmobile club who was taking down all the snowmobile signs ran over a portion of a post from a “Village of Scottsville” sign and punctured his tire.  The State has been contacted and it is now in their hands (believed to be a State sign, not Village).
· On March 10th, Todd Richardson hurt his shoulder lifting a toter that had slipped out of the arm of the garbage truck.  The toter happened to be filled with cement pieces.  He is scheduled to have surgery on May 23rd.  We are now down one employee for the summer.  Supt. Farrell asked for 1 summer help person to fill in.  Mayor Gee asked him to stand by for couple weeks while the situation is evaluated and to line up his summer help candidates.
· We have an 18-year old snowblower down at the Wastewater Treatment Plant that we no longer need.  It runs fine.  Two bids were received from potential buyers.  The highest offer was from Todd Schwasman at $300.00.

· Supt. Farrell asked the Board about what they wished to do about business dumpsters.  The thought of setting a fee had been discussed at an earlier Board Meeting.  Waste Management has been contacted and told Mr. Farrell that we could bill the businesses the Waste Management cost and add it to their tax bill (or bill separately through Waste Management).  A letter will need to be drafted and coordinated through Juliann notifying the businesses of the cost.  It will no longer be a free service.  The Village had been paying the fee.
· We need to start billing for toters also.
· Co-mingling of recyclables can begin June 1st.  Everything can be placed in the blue bin.  The County has gone to single stream.  A letter will need to be sent to the residents explaining this change.
· Summer hours will start June 2nd and run through August 30th.  The DPW will be working 6:30 AM to 4:00 PM Monday through Thursday and 6:30 AM to 10:30 AM on Friday.
· Mayor Gee asked Supt. Farrell about DPW working Saturday hours to man the brush dropoff site.  He would like to discontinue manning the site on Saturdays.  It could be barricaded off with cones and have people just drop brush off themselves, or the service could be closed on Saturdays.  The gate could be left open and the brush area could be chained off.  The final determination needs to be worked out.

TREASURER – Juliann Green
The one-week payroll lag has been established with the payroll of May 2nd.  Salaried people were paid for 5 days instead of 10 and the DPW staff got 6 days (because they worked on Saturday, April 26th).

The Board was asked to present their drivers’ licenses for copying.  This is needed for the Medicaid Recertification process.  The Village Clerk and Treasurer will need to provide their employment history.

We recently had a representative from the State Department of Labor stop by to do a safety inspection of the office (PESH audit).  Workplace Violence training was held yesterday, May 12th for all employees of the Town and Village.  The DPW crews stayed for a second seminar on Hazardous Conditions/First Responder issues.  Copies of the slide show will be made for the Board Members.  All must read it.  The Village Office needs to do an assessment of safety risks in the office.  Our contacts list needs to be updated with current Board Members, Office staff with phone numbers and e-mails.  The Emergency Management Plan must be reviewed every year.  Annual training needs to be documented.
The Village is currently comparing insurance quotes to be effective June 1, 2014.  Three companies are bidding for the Village’s contract:  The Churchville Agency, The Don Allen Agency and NYMIR.  NYMIR appears to be the lowest quote (about $8,000 lower than the other two), but a comparison of policies needs to be concluded to determine the overall best value.  The Board will need to make a decision on this prior to Memorial Day so the new policy can take effect on June 1st.

With the assistance of Municipal Solutions, the Village was looking to refinance the debt for the Fire Hall.  In order to do that we need to have a rating from either Moody’s or Standard and Poor’s.  Moody’s requires a full financial audit (along with a policies and procedures audit) to be rated.  Standard and Poor’s requires a lesser “regulatory” audit for this year.  Next year they are moving to the full audit requirement also. Mary Chappell of Municipal Solutions suggested using the Standard and Poor’s rating.  The fixed assets need to be updated also.
Planning and Zoning Board members should be getting their checks (for attending 80% of the meetings) on May 30th.  They also get reimbursed for their training costs.  A discussion ensued around excused absences and whether they are different from straight “absences”.  There was also talk of pro-rating the stipend or paying members “per meeting” in the future.  The reasons for absences were discussed, along with “when members should be given their stipend.”  Mayor Gee suggested paying all members their stipend this year and include a letter explaining the criteria related to absences .

About 6 hours was spent with our auditors and talking to the State Comptroller’s Office to work out the reporting requirements related to the Tax Cap and Constitutional Tax Limit.  There were problems with last year’s submission related to the Constitutional Tax Limit.  It was supposed to be done in April.  It was done in July and the wrong assessment numbers were used.  Since a 5-year rolling average is used, it isn’t as bad, but the State Comptroller’s Office is working on correcting the information.  The Tax Cap raised questions as to the treatment of the sewer charge.  Is it considered a fee or tax?  We are looking for a legal opinion either from the State Comptroller’s Office or NYCOM.
Ms. Green explained a budget amendment that was needed related to Village Tax and Sewer Charges.  The taxable value used during budget preparations was incorrect.  In order to keep the tax rate approved at $5.53 per thousand, we need to add $27,155 from the unappropriated fund balance to the tax area.  The amount projected to be collected from taxes was reduced by the same amount.  In the Sewer Fund, the unit count was incorrect when the rate was set.  To make everything work out, with the sewer charge rate remaining at $145.04 per unit, $20,015 must be used from the unappropriated fund balance.  The same amount will be reduced from the Sewer Charge revenue.
MOTION:  made by Mayor Gee and seconded by Deputy Mayor Wagar  to amend the 2014-2015  General and Sewer budgets adding $27,155 from the unappropriated fund balance to the General Fund Revenues (making the unappropriated fund balance contribution $57,155) and reducing tax revenue by $27,155 and adding $20,015 from the unappropriated fund balance to Sewer Fund Revenues, and reducing Sewer Rents by $20,015.  The General Tax Levy Rate will be $5.53 per thousand.  The Sewer Charge Rate will be $145.04 per unit.
