 PUBLIC BEFORE THE BOARD
· Eagle Scout Harry De Voe IV and Eagle Scout Matthew Eaton
Mayor Gee read a commendation to the two Eagle Scouts.  Those present recognized the scouts with applause.  Pictures were taken for the Website and Facebook.

· Scott Crescent Residents

Mayor Gee asked those residents who wished to speak to identify themselves and state their address for the record.
Josephine Saeva – 29 Scott Crescent – She related the following to the Board:

She has a bad water problem in her backyard.  The yard is unusable and they have not been able to mow it all summer due to the water.  It smells bad and we need to find out where the water is coming from.  Mayor Gee said some of the problem is the water coming over the top of the race.  The recent paving (that is not complete yet) has added to the problem.  Mayor Gee had a conversation with the DEC about dredging out the race a little bit, but they weren’t in favor of that because the race is a class B trout stream that dumps into a class A.  We were told to contact the Monroe County Soil and Water Conservation Department and they would come out and evaluate the area (at no cost)  to try to identify all the problems and come up with a plan to rectify them.  We are waiting for a call back from Monroe County.  Hopefully, the investigation could start around September.  The Village line runs through the area so we will need to coordinate with the Town also.
Gladys Fingland – 27 Scott Crescent – The water Mrs. Saeva speaks of also occurs in Mrs. Fingland’s daughter’s yard at 31 Scott Crescent.  The recent rains caused a runoff problem with water coming down the street and flooding #15 and #19 Scott Crescent.  The runoff used to come down the street and down her driveway at #27 and go into the back yard.  Now with the grading of the street, the runoff goes to the end at #15 and #19.  We need to look at the overall draining of Scott Crescent.  There is no grate at the end of the street for the water to flow into.  For 39 years she has had a dry basement.  Since the Village put in sewers on the street, she now has water in her basement.  Perhaps underground streams were disrupted during the sewer work.  She asked that the residents present tonight be notified as the investigation of the problems progresses.  The Village will gather all the e-mails of those present for future communication.
DPW Superintendent Steve Farrell said that he has already spoken to the Town DPW Superintendent and a second crown will be added to the road at the points where the runoff was crossing the road.  This should help direct the water to drains and catch basins that are nearby.

Al Mathias – 35 Scott Crescent – Mr. Mathias brought pictures showing water damage to his shed, which sits about 20 feet from his house.  The north side of his shed is literally 9 inches higher than the south side.  He presented his pictures to the Village Clerk.

Ruth Thompson – 15 Scott Crescent – The rain runoff is her main concern.  She and her husband had to take a day off to try to remove water that was damaging their property.  The current flood damage is not covered under the new flood regulations that are out there.  The incident was not classified as a “flood” because it was mostly runoff.  As such, it would not be covered under homeowner’s or flood insurance.  This is a big concern.  They have two pumps running presently to try and stay ahead of the water.  The runoff issue needs to be resolved.  As the road level is raised, the yards continue to sink.  Mayor Gee mentioned that the Village will be investigating the storm water drainage on the other side of the road.  Some of the contributing factors could be the poor sidewalks on the street, the lack of a road shoulder and the yards not meeting up with the street.  Would culverts be helpful?
Mr. Farrell asked Ms. Thompson if she ever had water in her front yard prior to the 3” and 5” rain events.  She said “no.”  Mayor Gee reiterated that the County was coming in to review the problem and the Village will work with the storm drainage situation on the downward (creek side) of the road.  Mayor Gee also mentioned that people need to properly grade their own property for drainage.  Engineered development in subdivisions usually take this account in planning their lots.  The Village would work with the Code Enforcement Officer to look at filling in portions of lower areas.  A simple drainage project along the fronts of the yards to divert water away would be a good start.  The Village does not generally do milling and paving of streets, just oil and stone.  This has contributed to the concern over the street getting higher and higher.
Denise Walzer – 19 Scott Crescent – She said that this problem has been brought up to the Village numerous times over the last 5 years with nothing being done.  They have water coming up out of the ground jeopardizing their property.  She and her husband, Dan, have also taken time off work to battle water issues on their property.  They are currently using 2 sump pumps.
Mayor Gee said that he hoped to have some answers by October.  Mr. Farrell said that there are no maps of storm drains on Scott Crescent.  We don’t know what is causing the bubbling up (from a grate in the yard) and where it comes from.  Mr. Farrell said that the Walzers have an old storm drain in their front yard.  We don’t know where it goes. We have to figure that out.  He mentioned that the Village had tried in the past to alleviate the Walzers’ problems.  Mr. Farrell said that there were two separate problems.  The race is overflowing somewhere upstream and there is a drainage overflow from the road.
Trustee Jim Clark arrived at 7:13 PM.

Ms. Fingland also stated that she had a mosquito infestation in her backyard due to the water.

Julie Bowers – 24 Scott Crescent – The Seava yard is a health hazard due to the mosquitos.  She asked what was happening with the Swann property and why were there flags in her front yard.  Mr. Farrell replied that the telephone poles are being moved.  Mayor Gee told Ms. Bowers that last fall the Village won their case against him.  The house was deemed too low on the flood elevation.  He has 60 days to come up with a remediation plan.  A time frame would also be set to complete the repairs.  If he doesn’t comply, the Village can tear the house down.  By spring, the house will be fixed or gone.
Jamie Krolak – 31 Scott Crescent – Questions were raised about what could be done with the Millrace.  Mayor Gee replied that the DEC will not let us touch the race.  The Soil and Water Conservation Department will give us suggestions.  We may need to divert some water by Carpenter’s Creek, build up the race and make it deeper to hold more water.  Mr. Krolak mentioned that a lot of the south side of the bank has been washed away.  Mayor Gee said that the issues will be reviewed and hopefully, we can have some answers by October.  Residents will be kept informed.
· Daniel Botsford  - Beltz-Ianni & Associates

Mr. Botsford gave the Board a 10 minute presentation about the choices for the Village’s health insurance plan.  The Village’s current Excellus Plan is being discontinued and a new one must be selected to go into effect on September 1st.  The Village will also need to designate Mr. Botsford as its agent.  Mr. Botsford explained the differences between Excellus’ Silver 3 and Silver 4 Plans.  The Silver 4 Plan most closely reflects the plan the employees have now.  After some discussion the Board agreed to go with the Silver 4 Plan with deductible limits of $2,200 for single and $4,400 for family.  The cost for the Village will go up about $4,000 per year  ( 5.5% increase).  A meeting will be set to inform the employees of the change.

· Ram Shrivastava – Larson Engineers – LED Lighting and Solar PV Project
New York State’s Solar Program was started in 2013.  NYSERDA has money to give, but they are looking for projects that require less of their own money.  If the Village would sign a 25-year purchasing agreement for the solar power, the power company would be eligible for money from NYSERDA to assist the Village solar project.  The Village alone would not be elegible.  Larsen Engineers has worked with other groups of municipalities to develop larger projects which make for a more attractive investment.  For projects under 200 kilowatts, NYSERDA would give a set amount.  (Ours would be around 110 kilowatts.)  Mr. Shrivastava said that it makes more sense with a small project like Scottsville’s to self-finance and avoid the 25-year commitment from a purchasing agreement.  Based on the energy saved, the payments to bond the project are normally less than the total savings achieved.  The plan would be that the project would more than pay for itself.

It appears that it would be the simplest to treat this as a typical project.  With street lights, we pay the utility per lamp (we do not own them).  The proposal would be to have the Village own the poles and then put the most efficient LED lighting on them.  The lights would have a 10 to 15 year life and result in significant savings that would pay for itself in 14 months.  We would need to get multiple bids from contractors to furnish and install.  If the two projects are combined, the Village could say it was using 100% “green” energy.  The cost when converted over 20 years for the two projects (solar power and LED lights) would be less than we are paying now.

The two proposals from Larsen Engineers reflect engineering services for the street lighting project and for the solar system project.  LED lights can also change color.  This would be nice for holiday displays.  Mayor Gee read the scope of services provided for each engineering project.  It is more advantageous to take ownership of our street lights.  Even though National Grid advocates saving energy, they will not put LED lights in their street lights.

For the street lighting project, the compensation would be a fixed percentage of the construction fee, lump sum 10% of the total construction cost of the project.
For the Solar PV System, the compensation would also be a fixed percentage of the construction fee, lump sum 10% of the total construction cost of the project.

With the street lighting project, the scope will need to be determined whether to just change the type of lights, change the fixtures also, or replace all the poles and fixtures.  
Mayor Gee asked Code Enforcement Officer Terry Rech  if he could approach the Town Board and ask them if they would like to get in on the power consumption (solar system) portion of the project as it pertains to the municipal building.

The Board expressed their agreement with both projects.

· Dave Willard – MRB Group – Caledonia Avenue Easements
Mr. Willard explained that during the Scott Crescent Sewer and Watermain Replacement Project some unavoidable problems arose that did not allow the project to continue down the east side of Caledonia Avenue as originally planned.  The existing 12” watermain owned by the Monroe County Water Authority was not aligned as depicted in the record drawings.  Easements now need to be obtained for the five properties involved since there are also right-of-way issues to contend with.  A proposal has been submitted by MRB Group to prepare easement maps for these five properties at a cost of $500 each.

· Dave Willard – MRB Group – Construction Services Related to Regional Pump Station – Proposal for Professional Services After Original Project End Date

Engineering expenses totaling $46,115.29 were incurred due to the project taking six months longer than expected.  In order for these costs to qualify for long-term EFC financing, there needs to be an official engineering contract in place.  These invoices have already been paid, but contracts must now be created to allow EFC financing of the costs.  If the engineering proposals are under $25,000, the EFC is not concerned with MWBE requirements.  If two separate contracts are prepared (January through March costs and April through June costs), each contract would be under $25,000.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS


BUILDING INSPECTOR/CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER- Terry Rech
Mr. Rech did a walk-through of the pump station on Monday and noticed a couple of items that need to be addressed with the County.  There is sidewalk work which needs to be done along with establishing a fire exit procedure.
The current sidewalk issues on Main Street were discussed.  Mr. Rech spoke with Superintendent Farrell with regards to drainage issues.  We are currently taking care of sidewalk trip hazards by contracting to have high spots cut down.  
Mr. Rech mentioned that he received an e-mail from Darcy at the County asking us to compile our costs in running the Wastewater Plant from January to February 11, 2014 (time of actual County takeover of the plant) and to bill the County for it.  Everything was projected for the County to take over the plant at the beginning of January, but that was delayed.  The County agreed to pay us for our costs until the actual takeover happened.
· Report of Permits issued from 7-1-14 to 7-31-14
· Cell Tower discussion

The applicant’s agent has asked that the special permit approval be on the agenda for the September Village Board Meeting.  All the engineering charges would be paid by Verizon (an $8,500 escrow will be set up).  The Village’s consultant (Mr. Johnson) will be paid from this escrow account.  According to our lease sale, the company that owns the lease now will owe us 75% of the revenue from the Verizon co-location on the cell tower.

· 14 Wyvil Avenue – Abandoned sewer hookup

The resident at 14 Wyvil Avenue has requested the Village to have the sewer unit removed  from the property account, in turn removing the Village’s sewer charges on the property.  The sewer connection has been said to be abandoned.  Mr. Rech needed to verify the resident’s claim before any modification in billing can be done.  The site, which previously had a small ranch home on it, now only has a shed on the premises.  On June 6, 2014, Mr. Rech performed an inspection of the property and found that there is only the shell of a house there being used as a storage garage.  The plumbing facilities have been removed and abandoned.  

Before any charges can be released, the owner still needs to sever her connection to the sewer main and combine the properties at 14 and 12 Wyvil Avenue into one tax number (for the County records).  This way only one capital charge would be paid (on what is now two properties).  The Village will need to come up with an appropriate charge for her for this year.  No sewage was treated this year from that building and no sewage is going into the main.  It was still felt that the capital charge should be paid for this year.  Once the severing is done and the lateral is plugged off, the Village can address the charge rebate request.

We got a price last month from Precision Concrete to trim all the trip hazards in the Main Street sidewalk.  The projected cost was $9,100.  We said that was too high.  They walked through the sidewalk again and gave a new estimate of $3,200 (cuts were reduced from 102 to the 23 most severe hazards).  The Board agreed to get the job done at the revised cost.

The Board agreed to allow Mr. Farrell to bid on a refuse contract to pick up the Town’s districts (mentioned above).

· Resolution to pay bills out-of-sync with Board Meetings

The Village Clerk explained to the Board how to make a resolution to pay a bill that is due in the future by getting approval for a “not to exceed” amount with a particular vendor.  When the bill comes in (as long as it is no larger than the amount specified)  it can be paid.  The bill is subject to “audit and review” and the exact amount of the bill becomes part of the minutes at the next Board meeting.
