PUBLIC BEFORE THE BOARD – Verizon Wireless Co-location request
Jarrod Lusk of Nixon Peabody spoke to the Board on behalf of Verizon Wireless.  He introduced Teresa Reid, who was serving as the real estate consultant for the project.  On August 8, 2014, an application was presented to the Village to co-locate a wireless telephone communications antenna facility on the existing tower at the Fire Station.  He felt that all issues have been resolved after communicating with Village Attorney Peter Skivington.  He asked the Board for approval on the project.
Mayor Gee asked Mr. Johnson if he had any comments.  Mr. Johnson said that the information reports and analysis that was done regarding potential exposure risks (so small as to be a non-issue) satisfied any questions he had.  He felt the co-location project was needed to enhance the capabilities of cellular communications in the area.  
Mayor Gee asked Mr. Johnson about the possibility of interference inside the Fire Department building.  Mr. Johnson replied that it is always a possibility, but the equipment being used is designed to operate together with other equipment, so problems of this nature would be unlikely.

Mayor Gee asked Mr. Willard (MRB Group) if he had any comments.  Mr. Willard replied that all MRB”s comments have been addressed, including a reference to structural analysis with regard to load bearing.
Attorney Skivington added that he had been working with Mr. Lusk and that the application was done well and the information was received in a timely fashion.  The dispute with Crown-Castle has been worked out.  He felt that the proposal should be accepted by the Village.

Monroe County Planning Board referral is needed for the project to proceed.  The application would then be set for final approval at the Village’s December 9th Board Meeting.  There is no need for a public hearing.  Attorney Skivington also stated that the SEQR approval could also take place on December 9th in conjunction with the final approval (pending Monroe County approval).
Code Enforcement Officer Terry Rech stated that there is a second part to the application.  T-Mobile would like to swipe out some base cabinets at the site.  This would technically be a modification (through the code) and undergo the same review process as the main application.  T-Mobile is piggybacking on this proposal looking for administrative approval to switch their cabinets.  

Matt Kerwin (Attorney) was representing T-Mobile and explained the request.  T-mobile has an antenna at the same tower site.  They would like to replace an equipment cabinet with an identical cabinet.  No changes were to be made to the pad or tower.  The whole job should take about two hours.
Mr. Rech stated that this is just a modification of base cabinetry.  It does not fall into the same realm as the co-location request.

Attorney Skivington suggested sending it in to the County together with the Verizon application and get them both approved together.  When asked, Mr. Kerwin agreed that he could wait another month.  The Village Board can do it all in one resolution in December.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
WWTP – Chief Operator Steve Farrell 
· Time Warner has been cancelled at the Treatment Plant.

· Water jug delivery has also been cancelled.

· Mayor Gee asked why we had so many welding tank leases (ten).  Mr. Farrell said he was reviewing them and felt that we could get rid of four of them and keep six.

DPW - Supt. Steve Farrell 
· Leaf season is keeping us very busy.  All equipment is running well with only a few issues.  The replacement of the old 1999 leaf machine will need to be discussed at budget time.  
· We need to look at possibly refurbing the 2004 International dump truck instead of purchasing anew truck.  We may need to spend $30,000 instead of $160,000 for a replacement vehicle.

· Trees have been planted with two more going in soon.  A couple of take down areas did not allow for a replacement tree to be planted.

· The dedication tree to Don Merritt has been removed and a new oak tree has been planted at the fire hall.  We will remove the plaque and place it with the tree next week.  The stump will be ground out.

· Benches for the Sherriff’s Memorial have been delivered to the legion and we will make three more for them soon.

· Flags and banners will be removed from Main Street and the winter banners and new decorations will be installed.

· One salt truck is set up with the plow and wing going on tomorrow.  We will also set up the sidewalk plow.  Once leaf season is completed, we will set up the other trucks
· Reimbursement paperwork has been turned in for the CHIPS street program.

· Todd Richardson update.  He is going back to the doctor on November 19th.  Hopefully, some restrictions will be lifted and he can come back to work.
· The 14 Wyvil Avenue property of Rosemary DeFreze has had the sewer line plugged.  Hopefully, the water for the property is disconnected through Monroe County Water Authority.
· A question was raised about the requested removal of a tree in front of the new Salvatore’s Pizza building.  Mayor Gee felt that the tree was inappropriate for Main Street.  It is causing the sidewalk to heave.  The Forestry Board looks at it as just an inconvenience and is against taking it down.

TREASURER – Juliann Green
· Noco is in the process of getting audited and they need our signature on a “Certificate of Mutual Use” so the Village will not have to pay any tax on purchases.
· Ms. Green attended an accounting training class and was told that the phone companies are considered utilities and do not have to be part of the “pay ahead” approvals that we have been obtaining to pay bills in between Board Meetings.  The auditors at the class also told her that our “pre-approval” of bills to be paid may be a violation of the law.  
· DPW Superintendent Farrell and a representative from NYMIR (Eastern Shore) did an insurance inventory in September of our big items to see if the inventory inherited from Churchville Agency was accurate.  A number of items need to be added to the Inland Marine portion of the policy adding another $350.00 to the premium.  There was no “net” change in premium for “contents” of buildings, just some values shifted among buildings.  The Board agreed to the additional premium.
· At the accounting training course, it was also mentioned that the bill review process must utilize a majority of the Board signing off on each bill.  In the Village’s case, that would be three members of the Board.  We had been using two.

· We are working with Chase to open up a checking account for the Solar PV project.  In order to get the checking account, the Mayor must sign two documents for Chase: “Pledge and Assignment Agreement in Connection with Public Funds” and a “Custodial Undertaking in Connection with the Pledge and Assignment Agreement.”  Signature cards need to be signed by the Deputy Mayor and Mayor.  Ms. Green must also be authorized to open the account.
· Larsen Engineers is sending out RFP’s within the next week to State approved vendors.

Deputy Mayor Wagar and Attorney Skivington returned to the meeting at 7:35 PM.

· The Mayor needs to sign a renewal agreement with PinPoint for one year of Symantec Anti-virus protection on our computers at a cost of $99.40.
· We will need to have official motions from the Board establishing all our reserve funds.  Since we do not know when they were initially created, a public hearing will be set for January, 2015 and they can be re-established.
· Our New York State Retirement bill is due February 1, 2015.  If we pay the entire bill by December 15th, we can realize a discounted price of $53,641 (saving $487).  A public hearing will need to be set.
· The Village’s Workers Compensation bill is usually paid quarterly.  If we pay the bill in full by February 15, 2015, we will save 2% (nearly $1,100).  The total owing would be $51,845.  A public hearing will need to be set.

· We will be billing the Fire Company $2,602 for the following:
· $949 for the land lease on the ball park and pavilion

· $1,000 using their incentive money for working shirts (sweatshirts)

· $175 for quarterly insurance on the explorers

· $477.75 (25% of the $1,911supplemental liability insurance bill on the social members to cover on-site accidents)

· On January 1, 2015 the health insurance for the retirees and the dental insurance (paid by the employees) will be going up substantially with less benefits provided.  The medicare plan currently in place is scheduled to go up from $177 per person per month to $277.  We have looked at similar plans and recommend going to one that costs $206 per person per month.  Another dental plan offered by Excellus will be a few dollars a month less per family and give more benefits than the current plan.

· Budget Modification Resolution
· Trailer Sewer Flusher repair – In late October, the trailer-mounted sewer flusher seized up.  Verbal quote for repairs from Joe Johnson Equipment (where it was bought) came in at around $9,700.  Mayor Gee stated that the Sewer General Fund has excess funds and a budget modification could be made to pull the funds out and pay for the repair.  Since the repair will take 5-6 weeks, the budget modification will be done in December.

· The Planning Board turned down the proposed hospice for Chili Avenue this evening due to code issues.

· There still needs to be a meeting between Town Attorney John Glavin, Mayor Gee and the Attorney Skivington to discuss the fire agreement credits.

· Attorney Skivington is working with Attorney Glavin on the cable television franchise agreement.
· We need to review where the solar grid is being placed (Solar PV project) to see if it is on any of the Fire Company’s leased land.  We may need to re-do the lease.

· The rental agreement for the Verizon antenna should be reviewed in light of terms and payment to the Village.

· The Village has still not heard back from the Artisan Coffee Shop regarding the sidewalk easement.  Another letter will need to be sent.

· The Village Handbook needs to be amended so that people do not get a free ride (100% of pay) from the Village when they are out on Workers Comp.  We will need to get prices from human resource firms who amend personnel policies.

Deputy Mayor Wagar brought up the issue about the current Village Planning Board Chairman missing too many meetings.  Perhaps he should be removed as Chairman (but remain as a Planning Board member) if he has so many conflicts on meeting nights.  A letter will need to be drafted that addresses the issues and lists options and requirements.  The stipend should be refigured at a “per meeting” rate.
