PUBLIC BEFORE THE BOARD 
· Forestry Board – Final Draft of Tree Management Plan – Presentation by John Holtz and Elizabeth Murray
The proposed Tree Management Plan has been a year-long development project.  The Village worked with a consultant, Andy Plenninger of Urban Forestry, LLC to come up with a short and long-term plan for managing the Village trees.  This plan will also enable to qualify the Village to apply for specific “tree” grants and qualify it to be considered for the designation of “Tree City USA.”  Mark Gooding, a DEC Forester, also helped out with timely advice of how and when to do specific tree related work.

There are currently 26 action items related to procedures and policies that the Village will be working on for Year 1.  Other communities in our region are looking at what we are doing with regards to a Tree Management Plan and asking us for advice as they move forward.  It is truly a feather in our cap that Scottsville is at the forefront of this type of policy planning for its trees.

We need to plan and budget in advance to make sure we keep moving forward implementing various aspects of the overall tree plan.  Annual goals and steps have been set up through the plan to develop and expand the Village’s role in preserving and enhancing its urban forest canopy.  Grants have been received and will continue to be applied for in conjunction with the work ahead.  Some 50% cost-share grants have been received to assist in funding the development of the plan.
Mr. Holtz asked the Board to consider funding that would improve the look and professionalism of the plan document itself.  Other municipalities are interested in receiving a copy and seeing how our development took place.  We would like to give them more than just a “Word” version of our plan.  The Village Board was asked to approve an expenditure of $400 to improve the look of the plan document (editing, graphics, publishing).  This price does not include copy costs.  Two vendors recommended by Mr. Plenninger supplied the verbal quotes ($400 and $475).
Mayor Gee asked DPW Superintendent Farrell how his tree budget was doing.  He felt that we were “okay” with the reimbursement (grant money) to come back into the account.  No one on the Board had any objections to spending the $400 as long as the tree department account was within budget.
The Village has met the four criteria necessary to be considered with a “Tree City USA” designation and has applied for the recognition.  We have not heard any results yet.

Mayor Gee thanked the Forestry Board for their hard work in getting the proposed tree plan done.

· AS OF JANUARY 1ST, NO ELECTRONICS CAN BE PLACED CURBSIDE AND ALSO WAS NOTIFIED BY SUNNKING ELECTRONICS THAT THERE WILL NOW BE A .20 CENTS A POUND FEE FOR CRT TELEVISIONS AND MONITORS.  WE CAN DO ONE OF THREE THINGS NOW, CHARGE HOMEOWNERS A FEE FOR THE ELECTRONICS AND ARRANGE A PICK UP, NO LONGER PICK UP THE ELECTRONICS, OR PICK THEM UP AND EAT THE COST.  ACCORDING TO LAST YEAR, IF WE WERE TO EAT THE COST IT WOULD OF COST THE VILLAGE ABOUT $2500.  The Board needs to decide how to proceed.  We could come up with a scale using the inch-size of the television for example.  Possibly, we could set two or three fees based on size.  People could drop off their televisions at the County Eco Park, where they would be weighed and charged accordingly.  The Village is a registered drop-off site, so we could use the $5.00 garbage stickers to place on the televisions once a fee schedule is established.  Whatever is decided needs to be placed in the recycling calendar before they are sent out.  

· HAVE A NEW PRICE FOR A PORTABLE SPEED HUMP.  The cost without the hardware is around $4,540.  We are looking at around $5,000 total for the speed hump.  It will need to be put into the budget discussion.
· THE ICE RINK IS UP AND RUNNING AND BEING USED A LOT.  We need to put up some “ice rink rules.”  Mayor Gee has a draft that he is working on.
· HAVE A LETTER FROM A MAIN ST BUSINESS (Ginny’s Beauty Salon) THAT WOULD LIKE ANOTHER TREE DOWN.  It is a messy Bradford Pear tree in front of 12 Main Street.  It has been forwarded to the Forestry Board for review.  We need to have replacement trees ready to go in for each one taken out.  The Forestry Board would need to recommend the type of tree to go in.  
· TALKED WITH RUSSELL PLUMBING CONCERNING THE CHAMOT PROPERY ON NORTH RD.  HE IS STILL ON BOARD WITH THE PROJECT BUT WILL NOT DO IT DURING THE WINTER SEASON AND I AGREE.  The earlier issue with Russell Plumbing was caused by Mr. Chamot.  Mayor Gee asked Mr. Farrell to contact the Village Clerk with a number of “bullet points” to send to Mr. Chamot.  The project will need to go forward in the spring.  
· HAVE MADE MULTIPLE PLOW AND SALT RUNS FOR THE SEASON.  ALL EQUIPMENT IS RUNNING WELL.

· CLEANED ALL SHOP DRAINS AT SHOP.

· TRAILER MOUNT SEWER FLUSHER IS FIXED AND BACK IN SERVICE.  SPENCERPORT HAD TO COME OUT ONCE TO HELP US WITH A PLUG.

· TODD R. UPDATE.  He is still on light duty.
· Mr. Farrell asked the Board what the status is of the proposed new signage for the Village entryways.  Mayor Gee had sent out RFP’s to 10 different sign companies.  The Village only got two back.  The Mayor began working with a company in Spencerport when the company suddenly stopped communicating with us.  Another company in Batavia stopped responding to our questions after a while also.  We were back to square one.  Mayor Gee said that he would re-do everything and start the process again.  Mr. Farrell asked the Mayor to consider using one of the signs at the fire hall.
· Update on Scott Crescent Drainage project – Army Corps of Engineers permit.  The County will help us in the permit process.  
Dig Taggart is a former 30+ year employee of the Village who would like some space to do motorcycle repair.  He would like to use the old Wastewater Treatment Plant Building.  We need to check into the legalities of it.  The Mayor said that he thought that if the Village was using more than 50% of the building, it could rent out the rest of the space.  He would need his own insurance.  Since it is under Town Zoning, we would have to make sure there are no zoning issues.  We would have to check with the Code Enforcement Officer, Terry Rech.  As per the State Comptroller, the Village would have to determine a “fair price” per square foot to charge Mr. Taggart per month.  The Mayor will do more research on it.  It must be in sync with future development plans of the Village.  We are talking about the use of approximately 500 square feet (20’ x 20’ garage and 10’ x 10’ restroom).

The Village is going out to bid for Fire Department and EMS insurance.  There are three companies that insure Fire Departments.  We are getting bids from all three.  As per new contracts and requirements, we will need to get quotes for the Fire Company coverage separate from the Village.

The Village is in the process of getting quotes from three payroll providers.  We already have quotes from ADP and Paychex.  We will also be getting one from CPP (Complete Payroll Processing), who will have speakers at the Clerks’ luncheon next week.
· State Audit

An audit from the State Comptroller’s Office will begin in February.  Our entrance meeting with the auditors will be on January 21st.  They will be focusing on the 2013-2014 fiscal year up to our most current month-end.
The Mayor presented the Board with a breakdown of Johnson Park rentals for 2014, so the Board could see a comparison of rental revenue and upkeep expense.  The Village charge is right in line with other municipalities ($50 for residents and $100 for non-residents). · Dog Park Update
Deputy Mayor Wagar spoke to Henrietta because of their proximity to Scottsville.  They have a new dog park near the Thruway entrance on West Henrietta Road.  It is on 2.5 acres and cost a total of $105,000 ($72,000 from a grant by senator Galavan).  It was permitted and collaborated on by Monroe County, but Henrietta (through an IMA) maintains it and keeps the fees.  All forms and annual licensing (to use the park) are through forms designed by Monroe County.  Once licensed to use the park, the license is good in the other Monroe County dog parks also.  We would definitely need to get our potential costs pinned down (locks, bags, refuse containers, watering stations, signage, etc…) before a final decision on whether to move forward can be made.  Mayor Gee asked Deputy Mayor Wagar to gather more information related to ancillary costs.
