DEPARTMENT REPORTS


BUILDING INSPECTOR/CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER- Terry Rech
· Report of Permits issued from 1-1-15 to 1-31-15
Dave Willard and Mr. Rech got together to begin the MS4 compliance project.  Tasks have been assigned.  The paperwork looks fairly straight forward.  We need to satisfy the requirements for the first year of the plan.  We may need a formal proposal from MRB Group for Dave Willard’s work on the project.  We will have to review whether we will need to sub out some of the project to an engineering firm that is a woman or minority-owned business WMOB) per grant stipulations.  There may be a minimum percentage of work that is required to be let out as such as a qualification for grant money.
An e-mail was received from Chris Chamot regarding the sewer issue on his property.  He will need to get a work permit for his portion of the job.  Russell Plumbing has been contacted to do the work since they were the ones initially involved.  Mayor Gee spoke to Diana Tears (Mr. Chamot’s neighbor) this afternoon and it appears that she has the CD and photos of the pipe in question.  The work won’t get done until spring at the earliest.  Russell Plumbing needs to separate out the Chamot portion of the bill and get Chris to sign it.  
Mayor Gee asked Mr. Rech about the proposed in-law apartment being added to Mr. Ranieri’s house (Thursday night Planning/Zoning meeting).  Would it generate another half or whole sewer unit to the sewer rolls?  Mr. Ranieri needs to be made aware that his sewer bill will probably increase.  The property will never be a two-family unit (one large family unit).  The addition will be a separate dwelling unit.  The question remains whether it will be a one or two sewer unit property.  Mr. Rech said that they could monitor water usage once the addition is complete and if it turns out the property uses more than 60,000 gallons per year, it could pick up an additional unit of sewer charge.

We are looking at turning the committee into an association so they can be their own entity.  They would be set up as a “Trust and Agency” through the Village.  They could then gather funds from various sources to be put into an account to be used to promote business in the Village.  Mayor Gee said they were also working on a set of by-laws for the association.  In approximately 2-3 years, the association could file for 501-3C status and be completely separate from the Village.  We would also look for office space (perhaps Attorney Skivington’s Village Office which is seldom used) for the association.

Solar Project – There will be a phone conference meeting on February 18th  with the New York State Power Authority and Municipal Solutions to discuss the opportunity for .5% interest loans.  This would be used in conjunction with the NYSERDA grant on the project.  The metering rate has changed several times and is still under discussion.
