· Review and consider adopting Cash Receipts policy – The Mayor and Board reviewed the proposed policy.  The proposed policy is as follows:
CASH RECEIPTS POLICY

Cash receipts come into the Village Hall in two ways:  in person and by mail.

When the cash receipts arrive via mail:

· Mail is picked up at the Post Office by the Village Clerk (Treasurer/Deputy Clerk in the Village Clerk’s absence) between 9:00 AM and 10:00 AM.

· Mail is sorted and directed to proper departments.

· Checks are stamped “For Deposit Only” and entered into the finance system.  A new batch number is used each day.  A numbered receipt is printed out and attached to the check.

· A copy of the check is made to attach to the Village’s deposit packet.

· The check, check copy and receipt are placed in the petty cash box (in counter drawer) until the time when the deposit is prepared.

When the cash receipts arrive in person:

· Money is received and entered into the finance system.  Checks are stamped “For Deposit Only.”  The batch number for the day is used.  A numbered receipt is printed out and given to the customer.

· A duplicate receipt is printed out and attached to the payment.

· Copies of checks are made and attached to the Village’s deposit packet.

· The check, check copy and receipt are placed in the petty cash box (in counter drawer) until the time when the deposit is prepared.  If the payment was made in cash, just the payment and receipt are placed in the petty cash box.

At the end of the day, the payments are taken out of the petty cash box and the Village Clerk prepares the deposit (Treasurer/Deputy Clerk in the Village Clerk’s absence):

· A two-part deposit ticket is filled out with the day’s receipts.  A tape is run for totals.

· The payments are attached to the original deposit ticket.  The tape is stapled to the second copy.

· The “Daily Receipts Register” report is printed out and matched against the deposit total.  If there are any errors found, the process is reviewed and corrections made.  

· Once the register and deposit match, the deposit is placed in the bank bag and the register is attached to the Village’s deposit packet.

· The Village Clerk (Treasurer/Deputy Clerk in the Village Clerk’s absence) takes the deposit to the bank.  The bank receipt is attached to the second copy of the deposit ticket and returned to the Clerk.

· Once the deposit receipt ticket is returned to the Village Office, it is attached to the day’s deposit packet and set aside for the Treasurer/Deputy Clerk to review.

· The Treasurer/Deputy Clerk reviews the deposit packet, checks for sequential receipt numbers, and verifies that the proper coding has been used for each entry.

The petty cash box is put away in a cabinet within the locked vault room at the end of the day.

· Financial Update 

·  We have been working on the budget for the past five Saturdays.  We are close, but we still have a small gap of around $50,000 to close.  

· Ms. Green presented the Board with an accounting of the balances in all the Reserve Funds.
· The State audit is on hold indefinitely due to the auditor being in a car accident.

· Fund Balance policy – The Board reviewed the sample policy from Fairport.  It was agreed to change the range to 10% to 20% (Fairport used 20% to 30%) throughout the proposed General Fund Balance Policy.  The proposed policy is as follows:
GENERAL FUND BALANCE POLICY

In an effort to protect Village citizens and/or taxpayers against potentially reducing service levels because of temporary revenue shortfalls, or to fund the need for unexpected one-time expenditures and uncontrollable emergencies and disasters, the Village of Scottsville hereby adopts this General Fund Balance Policy.

The Village Board will strive to maintain an unrestricted fund balance within a range equal to 10-20% of the most current year budgeted appropriations.  In preparing each year’s new budget, the Village Board will calculate the amount of fund balance available for budgeting, and decide how much fund balance to use in support of the budget.

At any time, should the amount of unrestricted fund balance exceed the 10-20% range set herein, the Village Board may appropriate some or all of the “excess” fund balance for desired one-time expenditures, contributions to existing reserve funds, or the creation of new, additional reserves.

Should the amount of unrestricted fund balance be below the 10-20% range set herein, the Village Board shall develop and adopt a fiscal plan to restore the “shortfall” of fund balance to no less than the 10% minimum of the range.  Such plan should resolve the shortfall in no more than three years.

This General Fund Balance Policy will be reviewed and modified as necessary on no less than an annual basis (as part of the Village Board’s Annual Organizational Meeting).

· Payroll quotes – We have received payroll quotes from three companies (Paychex, ADP and CPP). Ms. Green told the Board that KVS is capable of generating more reports (than what would be paid for through any of these payroll companies). Paychex and CPP continued to be discussed, along with the present KVS system.  Mayor Gee had questions regarding liability and how much time could really be saved by outsourcing payroll.  Attorney Skivington may need to be contacted regarding the liability issue.  More research will need to be done on the liability issue and Ms. Green will need to determine if time can be saved by outsourcing the payroll.  Time is involved when corrections need to be made to the KVS checks presently.  Sometimes checks need to be re-run because of printer jams.  There are a lot of factors to consider before finally deciding whether to outsource payroll.  Mayor Gee asked the Board if they had any issues with signing a contract with CPP if we determine they are best suited for us.  The Board was fine with that.
