Solar Liberty – NYSERDA Funding
Mayor Gee mentioned that the funding provided by NYSERDA for the Village’s Solar project has been reduced by about $8,000.  The reduction was due to a submission deadline being missed.  The project cost is still the same.  The Village’s portion of the cost has risen from $128,000 to $136,000 since the financing amount has been reduced.  The payback period is now about 8 to 9 months longer.  The original agreement was approved and signed.  We now need the Board to approve the new contract with the reduced funding.

TREASURER – Juliann Green
Ms. Green provided the Board with balances on all the Reserve Fund accounts.  Proposed additions to various Reserve Funds were reviewed.  The Sanitary Sewers Reserve is above where it was planned to be, so there is no need to transfer to that fund.

The Board was also provided with a seven page Revenue and Expense Control Report.  Ms. Green touched on the highlights of the report.  Revenues on the General side are down due to lower Sales Tax distributions and some major receivables that have not come in yet.  Expenditures are also lower than expected.  The net effect presently is a surplus of revenues over expenditures by around $50,000.
The Mayor and Board Members reviewed the expense lines of the budget and questioned several items.  Ms. Green answered their questions.  The Mayor said that he would like to use the remainder of his contractual line on Memorial Trees (as many have died and need to be replaced).  The contractual line for the Village Board will be used, in part, to offset costs from the recent Boy Scout project.
A list of budgetary balancing transfers needs to be prepared for the meeting at the end of June.

The Board was informed that DPW Superintendent Steve Farrell will be actually carrying over 5 vacation days into 2015-2016.  He originally got approved for carrying over 4 days.  A new motion is necessary to accept the amendment.
