Ben Frevert, Larsen Engineers – Mr. Frevert spoke regarding the Solar Project:

· With the soil test completed and the archaeological dig finished, it has been concluded that the project is good to go.  No artifacts were found.

· The New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation’s opinion is that our project will have no impact on archaeological and/or historic resources listed in or eligible for the New York State and National Registers of Historic Places.
· We have gone through the Short Environmental Assessment Form for the project and have concluded that the SEQR could be approved with so significant impact.

· In the past year, NYSERDA projects have changed dramatically in how credits (for power generated) are calculated.  They used to be monetary (Village will still get this), but are changing to a credit against actual power used.

BUILDING INSPECTOR/CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER- Terry Rech (absent)
· Report of Permits issued from 11-1-15 to 11-30-15 
· Mayor Gee extended a welcome to Robert Panik, the new Code Enforcement Officer and Building Inspector for the Village.  Bob will be in the Village Office on Mondays and Tuesdays from 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM and on Thursdays from 9:00 AM to 4:00 PM.  The Village Office staff will be trained in what is necessary to submit a building permit application.
WWTP – Chief Operator Steve Farrell 
· The furnace was repaired at a cost of $27.00.  The Village crew provided the labor.
· On December 1st, we had the final walk trough of the pump station with the County.
· Mr. Farrell will keep his operator’s certification through annual courses.

DPW - Supt. Steve Farrell 
· Leaf season is officially over but we will still leave a truck set up to make another run this week.  

· All trucks and equipment are set up for the winter season.  The only truck not ready yet is the leaf truck.

· The 6 wheel dump that we had refurbished at Caledonia Diesel is back and looks great.  The total for the restoration was a little over $12,000 vs. $160,000 for a new truck.  This should get us 5 more years or so.

· All decorations are up on Main St and are working.  The wreath for Johnson Park is up and this year Rick Krankovich made it for us, free of charge.  He lives on Rochester St and owns a little farm market in Leroy.

· The new 2hrs parking signs are up on Main St.  We purchased stickers to cover the old hrs. saving us a bunch of  money.

· The overhead heater has been replaced at the DPW.  We were able to do the work in house saving us $4000.  

· Have camera quotes for DPW and Johnson Park.  Would like to get these installed after the new year.  The Johnson Park camera system would cost around $2,924.  The DPW camera with a view of the solar array would be $2,974 for an analog system or $3,789 for a digital.
· The fencing for the Dog Park will cost $6,080 for 145 feet  with swing gates and locks.  We also have quotes for other equipment needed.  A water line can be run to set up spigots for drinking.  The Village crew would do the labor.
· Tree work will be done after the new year.  Birchcrest will be doing the work for us this year since they have the County contract.
· The request by Ginny at the Nail Salon to have the Bradford Pear tree removed from in front of her shop will be placed on a list for take downs.  The Forestry Board will get back to the Village within three months with choices for replacement trees for Main Street.  Some types of Locust are being reviewed due to their small leaves which usually blow away rather than sit on the ground.  The tree budget will need to be reviewed to see how much can be done this fiscal year.  

· We are in the process of getting permits to burn brush at the DPW site.  This will save $4,000 to $6,000 annually, but there would be no wood chips for residents to request for their landscaping.  Mayor Gee said that a joint purchase between Villages of a tub grinder could be beneficial.  The cost of one would be close to $1 million.  The County has one, but we don’t know if it can be rented out and for what cost.

· The solar lights on the walkways in the Briarwood neighborhood have been repaired.
· Six Red Maples have been purchased from Horticulture Associates for a great price.  They will be stored in the DPW garage for now.

· Mr. Farrell attended a meeting today with DPW Superintendents from around the County.  They will begin attending the Village Mayors’ Meetings to gain support in the hopes of forming a voice to go to Albany on Advocacy Day and lobby for what the Superintendents need.  The Mayors already go to Albany annually.  The Superintendents would like to be able to attend also and share their needs at the State level.

· Short Environmental Assessment Form for Solar Project

MOTION:  made by Trustee Thompson and seconded by Deputy Mayor Wagar to adopt the following resolution:
WHEREAS:  Actions to approve, fund and construct public facilities are subject to review under requirements of the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) 6NYCRR 617, and

WHEREAS:  The Village of Scottsville is proposing to install a 102 kW ground mounted solar Photovoltaic (PV) system on property owned by the Village of Scottsville, at 385 Scottsville Mumford Road, to the south of the Scottsville Fire Department building and to the northeast of the Scottsville Department of Public Works buildings, and
WHEREAS:  in order to aid the Village Board  in determining whether such project and financing and other related actions of the Village in connection therewith (the “Action”) may have a significant effect on the environment, the Village Board has caused to be prepared the appropriate Environmental Assessment Form (EAF), and
WHEREAS:  the Village Board has reviewed the EAF and has considered the impacts that may be expected from the proposed action and compared the same with the criteria set forth in the applicable SEQRA regulations, and
WHEREAS:  the Project has been identified as an Unlisted Action pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) and the Village Board has expressed its desire to act as lead agency for SEQRA review purposes, and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:  By the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Scottsville, Monroe County, New York, as follows:

1) Based upon its review and consideration of the EAF and other necessary criteria, the Village Board  has determined that (a) the Project constitutes an Unlisted Action and that (b) the object of the above-referenced action, therefore will result in no major adverse impacts and, therefore, is not an action which “may have a significant effect on the environment”
2) By reason of the foregoing, the Village Board hereby authorizes and directs the Mayor to execute and file a Negative Declaration in the form attached hereto and to sign Part 3of the Short Environmental Assessment Form designating that the Project and all actions related thereto will not have a significant impact on the environment.

3) The Village Clerk is directed to maintain for public inspection this Resolution, and place a copy with other project records.

4) Any official regulatory documents, approvals of funding or construction should state that the Village of Scottsville has classified this project (or these actions) to be a SEQR Unlisted Action.

· Disability Insurance Coverage – Mayor Gee has spoken with our insurance representative, Dan Botsford, and currently we pay for 13 employees (including Board Members).  The Board Members would receive their regular pay quarterly whether they are on short-term disability or not.  It makes sense to remove the Board Members from coverage going forward.  We would propose to cover the 7 full-time employees and 2 part-time employees.  The total bill would be $367.20 annually for a policy that pays 50% salary up to $340 per week if an employee is disabled (outside of the office).
