DPW - Supt. Steve Farrell
· All tree removals scheduled are done.  We will have Birchcrest take down one more on Rochester St and possibly do some trimming for us.  Steve Smith removed a hazardous tree for us on Wyvil Ave.

· We ground the stumps for all the removals.

· We painted the dump body and frame on the 1 ton dump in house.

· We have been painting the office and odd and ends at the WWTP.  It could possibly be used for a meeting place if needed.

· I believe the Lions club will be doing some work for us at Johnson Park soon.  They will be putting in a microwave oven and shelf.  They paid for the items and are donating their time to install it.  They will re-do the floor also.
· Budget discussion.  DPW will meet on February 27th.
· The sidewalk project in front of the Artisan Coffee House may be a CHIPS reimbursed project.

· It looks like there will be more CHIPS money this year (per Albany).

· Local Highway Superintendents will be meeting with Senator Gallivan’s Office on February 29th.

· Superintendent Farrell will be meeting with Assemblyman Nojay on February 19th.

· Attended a meeting today in Ogden for the Workers Comp Safety Steering Committee.
· I will be out of town this Thursday thru Sunday.  Ken will be in charge and I’ll have my phone on if needed.
· Mr. Farrell asked where we stand with regard to 60 Main Street.  There are violations of the order with someone staying on the property day and night.  Attorney Skivington will be contacted and Code Enforcement Officer Panik will need to do periodic checks of the property.

· Jim Luke wants to retire at the end of November, bank his vacation time to hold him over until his Social Security starts.  Mr. Luke will need to meet with Superintendent Farrell, Mayor Gee and Trustee Rick Clark to firm things up.  It will be helpful to plan and allow the Village to budget more appropriately given the staffing projections.
· The homeowner at 11 Second Street wants a tree taken down.  They will be informed of the Forestry Board meeting on February 17th.  The tree is labeled a “safety prune” (not a “removal”).  The main leaner is going toward the house.  The Village cannot set a precedent and just take it down because it is requested.  An updated review of the tree’s condition is also needed.  The Forestry Board should send the homeowner a letter inviting them to the February 17th meeting to discuss their request.
· There are currently 5 Maples and 1 Elm tree at the Village DPW garage waiting to be planted.
· Mayor Gee mentioned (from a seminar he attended) that it would be advantageous for the safety officer to come up with a safety training schedule for trimmers, chain saws and lawn mowers for the summer.  Spend 10 minutes to give them an annual refresher course then have each employee sign that he attended the seminar.

· We need to schedule our annual Workplace Violence Prevention training with the Town.

· Trustee J. Clark reported that the street light at the corner of Heather Lane and Diana Drive was out.

· The County is now charging $25.00 per ton for recycling.  We recycle about 3 tons per week.
